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A Break in the

Aanouncement to This Etfect Is
Made at Meeting of the
City Council,

Tram Co. Propose Extensive

‘An important announcement was made
at the regular meeting of the city coun-
cil last evening, to the effect that the
ltumber combine in thHis city had been
broken, and as the result the price of
lumber would drop from 10 to 20 per
cent. on the price that has obtained for
some time past. This information was
brought- out in-dealing with the tenders
for the Old Men’s Home and Rock Bay
bridge. Several of the aldermen. spoke
on the subject, and poinied out that it
would not only mean a big saving for
the city, but the builders as well, as they
‘would now be able to give a lower figure
on work, besides being able to make a
better profit. It should also tend to-make
buuding m the city even more brisk
than it is at present. On account of the
break in, the combine and the lowering
of the price of Jumber, it was decided

A. T. Goward, the loeal manager of
the B, U. MHiectric Railway o., in-
formed the council that since the inaugn-
ration of the mew summer schedule it
had been impossible to give ‘a satisfac-
tory service on the Esquimalt run, The
residents of Esquimalt had been com-
plaining at the service given, and the
only way in which it could be remedied
was to double-track the whole of that
&l}rt of the road from the switch at
‘Work street to the corner of Govermment
and Bay streets. He asked that the city
should waive the 30 days’ notice in or-
der that the company could commence
work as soon as the rails arrived. It
was pointed out that the part of the road
which was to be double-tracked was the
new embankment at the continuation of
Bay street, and it ‘was thought if they
were allowed to double-track that part
“that it would make it very dangerous,
and it was decided to refer the com-
munication to the streets, sewers and
bridges committee for report.

Amnother eommunication to be referred
to the same committee .came from W.
Armstrong, of Lovers’ Lane, asking why
the sidewalk on Fairfield road had noiA
been finished.

Letters from R. 8. Day and Jas. Fore-
man, acknowledging the receipt of their
appointment as directors of, the Provin-
cial Royal Jubilee Hospital as the repre-
sentatives of the city, and thanking them
for the appointment were read.

Pnilip Kewster, of Vancouver, ad-
dressed the council as follows: “I beg
to inform you that a meeting of the pro-
moters of the erection of flour and oat-
meal mills and elevators would be held
in the board of trade rooms on Wednes-
day, July 5th, at 8 p.m. for the purpose
of appointing directors and any other
business in connection therewith, and
your presence is earmestly requeésted.”
The communication was filed.

‘City Assessor Northcott reported that
he had arranged the wards in to sub-
divisions- according to the by-law intro-
duced by Ald. Hanna. as follows: South
‘Ward, £26.880.80, 1.782 acres: Central
Ward, $3,554,205, 1,408 acres; North
Ward, $3,453,085. 1.422 acres.

This report also went to the streets,
sewers and bridge committee for report.
+ The report of the building inspector
was to the effect that he had examined
the houses at 136 and 138 Yates street,
and also the houses in the rear and the
building on lot 27, block 3, and owned
by Northern Counties Investment Co.

The report wis adopted and the build-
ing ordered removed.

‘The city assessor also reported that he
had examined the petition for to raise
$11,000 to increase the e]ectric‘light
plant, and had found 42 names, which
represented $2,067,000, which was in
excess of the 10 per cent. required.

The report of the sanitary, inspector
dealt with the drainage of sewers into
the Victoria Arm, and read as follows:
“In reference to the communication® of
Beaumont Boggs, complaining of the un-
sapitary condition of the shore of Vie-
toria Arm, where a box drain from Jes-
sie street emptied in frout of his resi-
dence, I have made an inspection of the
locality and find that although there is
cause for complaint, as there is to all
drains which empty into the Arm, this
particular drain is not so objectionable
as to cause alarm, and could be easily
remedied by extending the outlet to be-
low-exirome low water mark at a dis-
tance approximated at about 25 feet. By
so doing the nuisance complained of
would be obviated, so far as those liv-
ing in the immediate locality would be
concerned. But the advisability of al-
lowing drains to flow into the Arm or
harbor is 4 matter which should not be
encouraged.

“Re the condition of the stable adjoin-
ing 8.. M, Lee’s property, 58 Collinson
street, I have inspected the same, and
found it in a sanitary condition. The
barn is an old building, but not in such
condi,tion as to be considered as unsani-
tary.”

Excursion Yesterday "ot Plea-
sure of Visitin’, Mining
Engineed’s: Party.

The excursion trip arranged by the
citizens of Victoria for the pleasure of
the members of the American Insti-
tute of Mining Engineers and their
friends accompanying them took place
yesterday under the most charming
auspices, and proved quite the success
anticipated.

‘With a pretty display of bunting
and ‘a jolly party numbering about
three hundred on board, the C. P. R.
steamer Charmer pulled out from the
dock shortly.after 10 a. m. and .pro-
ceeded on  a tour among the pic-
tyresquq iglands of thd lower east
coast. Weather conditions were ideal
and the sea was smooth as glass,

The route chosen was along past
Oak, ' Cadboro ' and Cordova. bays,
thence up through the beautiful archi-
pelago of the Gulf islands—rounding
Salt Spring Island, through Cowichan
Gap, down the east side of Salt
Spring, passing Galiano and Mayne
and the innumerable islets which dot
that pretty stretch of water.

Referred to the purchasing agent for
report.

Tenders were also received for hauling
gravel from J. Haggerty, 80 cents; Burt
& Daverne, 77 cents; J. West, 77 cents;
J. E. Painter, $1.25; Victoria Transfer,
80 cents. It was decided to divide the
contract equally between Burt. & Da-
verne and J. West.

Mayor Barnard reported that he had
arranged with Bandmaster Pferdner to
give six concerts at Beacon Hill park
on six ‘alternate Sundays at a cost of
$66 per concert for a band of 21.

‘The .filance - committee submitted ac-
counts to the amount of $4,682.66, which
were ordered paid. J

Ald. Fell wished to draw attention to
the faet that it was thistle time, and if
the owmers don’t cut the thistles on their
Jproperty, the city has the right to do so.
Algo to the fact that the workmen who
had just put a new pole at the northeast
corner of Fort and Cook streets had left
a pile of dirt there, which was dangerous
and should be removed.

The city’s buildings on Yates and Pan-
dora streets came in for their share of
criticism, and ‘the matter was referred
to the engineer for report.

The electric light by-law was then dis-
cussed, and it was pointed out by Ald.
Hall that the passing of this by-law does
not increase the burden of the taxpayer,
as the interest and sinking fund will be
paid out of the saving effected by the
new works, ‘I'ne by-law was read a
first, . second and third time and passed.

The by-laws for the redistribution of
the wards, the tax supply by-law, 1905;
school by-law, sewer and guarantee loan
by-law, the pound and hired vehicle
by-law were all taken up and advanced:

The sidewalk improvement by-law was
also read a first time.

In connection with the hired vehicle
by-law the hackmen of the city have re-
quested the city to take up the scale of
charges at the same time as the hack
stand is under consideration.

Before adjournment Ald. Hanna rose
and expressed regret that the Times re-
porter had left the room, and said:

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ALDERMEN MISINFORMED.

No Truth in Report That Lumber
Association Has “Broken Up.”

The action of certain aldermen at
Monday evening’s meeting of the city
council in announcing that “the lum-
ber combine had been broken,” and
thereupon deciding to defer calling for
tenders for the Oid Men’s Home and
Rock Bay bridge, is declared by mem-
bers. of the lumber association to be
unwarranted.

Ernest Temple, secretary of the
local branch of the association, which
includes all the principal milling firms
in the province, informed a Colonist
reporter yesterday that he had no in-
formation of any “break” in the or-
ganization ,nor has there been any re-
duction in_ current prices.

It is explained that prevailing prices
are what might be called medium, and
have been based on the price of logs,
which are bringing from $8 to $8.50 a
thousand. A few years ago logs were
down very low, and a great many,
thinking that there were immense
profits in the industry, entered the
business, only to remain for a short
time.

Fair Attractions

—

Unique Features Which Wil
Please Visitors to Big West-
minster Show.

A Great Assemblage of British
Columbla Indians to Be a
Novel Feature,

Preparations are 'advancing rapidly
for the Dominion fair, which will be held
in New Westminster the last of Septem-
ber. A programme of interesting fea-
tures is being arranged, which will make
the fair unique in many respects, and
which should prove a very strong draw-
ing card. New Westminster lends itself

particularly to such a fair, not only on
account of its natural resources, but also
because of its geographical location. The
aquatic eveunts show a remarkably strong
bill, and in addition there will be a con-
gress. of the British Columbia Indians,
who will be present many thousands
strong.

R. J. Burde, advertising manager for
the fair, gives a brief description of some
of the leading attractions. The aquatic
events will be of especial interest. Mr.
Burde will make an effort to induce the
Winnipeg rowing club to send a four-oar
crew to take gart in the contest for the
beautiful trophy, which along with gold
medals is being put up by the manage-
ment for a regatta. Crews fram Vie-
toria, Vancouver and the University of
Oregon have entered, and he hopes to
induce a strong crew from Winnipeg to
make a try for the trophy.

Great Rowing

This, however, is but one of the fea-
tures of the aquatic programme. Qars-
men from all over the world will be
present to take part. Towns and Stans-
bury will be there from Australia; the
Barry brothers and Tom Suliivan will be
present from England and Teddy Dur-
nan from Toronto, and all will row in
the championship events. The champion-
ship of the world for single =cnlls, pro-
fessional, will be one of the leading fea-
tures. The Barry brothers claim the
title of double sculls champions of the
world, their challenge to all-comers hav-
ing not been taken up for the last two
years. It is expected that the Austrai-
lans will give them a go at New West-
minster, and there are a couple of other
pairs of oarsmén who would like to have
a try for the title, so that the English-
men will probably have their work (ut
out to defend it. Lou Schoules, Lolder
of the Diamond sculls, has agreed to be
present, and will take on any of the Pa-
cific coast amateur oarsmen ‘who would
like to try his metal. T. H. Bourke. who
for three years has been amateur cham-
pion of Australia, has expr23sxd a ce-
sire to meet Scholes, and it is probable
that this event will be added to the al-
ready long list. ‘
For the “ Has-Beens.”

Oue of the prime features will be a
short sprint for the has-beens, for which
a special prize has been selected. Ned
Hanlon, Tim Ten Eyck and Jake Gau-
daur will all be present at the regatta in
the capacxtg of trainers for some of the
cracks. ‘I'hey will do a short heat.
These are names to conjure with in  the
history of rowing. and it will be interest-
Ing to see the old-timers in' harness once

more.
Will Expend $150,000

The Royal Agricultaral and Industrial
Society of New Westminster has been
conducting provincial shows for the past
fifty years. With the provircial and Do-
minion appropriations and sther funds
they have on hand the sum of $150,000,
which will be expended on the coming
Dominion fair. Of this sum $100,000
will be for prizes and attractions and
$38,000 for improvements to the grounds
and buildings, which are stated to be
the finest at present in . Canada. The lo-
cation is an excellent one, naturally, and
has been thoroughly fleveloped by arti-
ficial means. There will be large exhibits
from Western ‘Canada and British Co-
lumbia, more especially along the lines of
native produets. It is predicted that the
exhibits of the mineral, horticultural and
agricultural products of the Pacific prov-
ince will be an eye-opener.

Lord Roberts May Attend

The military features of the fair will
be notable. The management have se-
cured the attendance of the Irish Na-
tional Guards, and it is expected that
Lord Roberts will be present with the
regiment. Three regiments of the Brit-
ish Columbia volunteers will be moblized
and considerable attention will be paid to
this department. Two British warships
will be in the harbor and the Fraser
river fishing fleet and patrol boats will
also take part in the demonstration.

Congress of Indians

The great spectacuiar evert will be
the congrtss of the native Indiiaa, 7.000
at least of whom will be gathered there
during the fair. They are coming from
all parts of the province, and informa-
tion has been received that already sev-
eral parties have left from the upper
waters of the Stickeen and Skeena riv-
ers. They are coming in their war
canoes and it will take three months
for some of the more remote tribes to
make the trip. The Indians are anxious
to meet the Governor-General, as repre-
sentative of the white father; and mis-
sionaries and Indian agents who are in
touch with the natives, say that if the
‘Governor-General is pyesent, there will
be at least 12,000 of the Indians there
to meet him. During the fair they will
run off a series of their national grmes,
and as the different tribes, of which there
are a great number, will each be housed
according to their native customs, visi-
tors will have an excellent opportunity
of seeing and studying them as they live
in their tribal territory. They will be
the guests of the government and of the
exhibition association while at the fair.

The Sockeye. Run

The sockeye run is the name which
has been chosen to designate that por-
tion of the exhibit called “the midway,”
“pike” and other names in the different
big fairs. It will have many special fea-
tures, among which wild west shows
will take a prominent part.

Tells of Trade
‘Of Victoria

Capt. Cox Writes Report of the
Local Industries for Lloyd’s
Agency.

Text of Report Which Is Pub.
lished by Preminent Eng-
lish Newspaper.

Since the publication of his first report
sent to Lloyd’s for publication in the
Standard in the department conducted by
Lloyd’s agents under the head of ‘‘The
World’s Trade,” Capt. J. G. Cox, local
agent of Lloyd’s, has received a number
of letters from various places making
enquiries relative to British Columbia
trade. ‘L'he local agent of Lloyd's 18
nOwW preparing another report. His first
report, which was published in the Lon-
don Standard of June 14th, was as fol-
lows: ‘“Business here is generally in a
satisfactory condition. In shipping, lum-
ber freights are improving for off-shore
business without any surplus tonuage at
hand. On account of many steamers
converted into oil-consumers, the demand
for coal has net been so great as former-
ly. The building of a large hotel for
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company
and the establishment of the salmon can-
nery business near Victoria are putting
a large amount of money into circulation
here and benefiting trade generally. The
product of the new cement works estab-
lished here is now coming into active
competition with Portland cement. The
lumber business is in good condition;
large shipments are being made to the
Canadian Northwest by the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company, as well as to
Great Britain and foreign ports. The
Victoria Lumber Manufacturing Com-
pany is the largest exporter on Vancou-
ver Island; and the Sayward Sawmill
Company also do a large business. The
mining industry is develoning steadily.
As regards the fisheries, the salmon in-
dustry is the most develog)ed. There is
DOow an active demand for mild-cured
spring salmon, for which good prices are
paid, the agents of German houses secar-
ing large quantities of the fish. There
are good opportunities for men with ex-
perience and capital to develop a large
deep-sea fishing business.”
