He saw no objection to the
proposals advocated by Prof. Bagaley
of Kharkoff, who urged the council of
the empire to work in unison with the
assembly and in the address to pray
that (is Majesty be guided only by
the goodness of- his own ‘heart. But

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OBJECT TO JAP FISHERMEN.

Valdez Island Fishermen Fear Effects
of Unfair Competition.

A Ladysmith corresponden(, writing
under ‘date of May 14, says: Provin-
cial Constable Cassidy yesterday' jour-
neyed over to Cowichan Gap, where he
was interviewed by some of the Valdez
Island Indians regarding the fishing in-
dustry being  carried on by Japanese
near Cowichan Gap lighthouse.

The Indians are of the opinion that
the Japanese will catch all the fish in
that section and that there will be
none left for the next generation of
Indians to live on.

Mr. Cassidy states that there are
several Japanese fishing boats engaged
in fishing and they are all making
large catches. Cod are the principal
fish caught and they are handled in a
scientific manner by the Japanese. In
the first place the fishermen have a
large box or tank in their boats, which
is: filled with water. The fish are
placed in . these tanks as soon as
caught, and kept alive. At the end
of the day’s fishing or as soon as the
tanks are full the boat is taken to the
Japanese camp, where larger tanks
have been constructed, and each boat
is unloaded into the shore tanks.

When the Japanese are ready to
make a shipment to Vancouver for the
markets there, they gather up their crop
of fish from the big tanks, kill them
and ship immediately. The result is
that strictly fresh fish are received in
Vancouver within a very short time
after they are killed.

THE NEW LIEUT.-GOVERNOR.

(Vancouver Province.)

The appointment of Mr. James Duns-
muir to the Lieutenant-Governorship of
British Columbia, definitely settles a
question ‘hich las been the cause of
much contention among local leaders
of the party dominant in federal poli-
tics, and the occasion of considerable
gpeculation with the general public of
this province. The government has
found a solution, which will likely be
regarded on all hands as the best that
could be reached. Mr. Dunsmuir is not
a Liberal, and no doubt his appoint-
ment will give umbrage to those mem-
bers of the party who consider that
none but their political friends should
be shown any consideration. A few
more or less prominent Liberals, too,
will probably feel hurt that they were
passed by when an easy and luerative
office was to be filled. The public,
however, will not be displeased. The
position is one to which little, if any,
real power is attached, and it is one
which can- be made of service in a
social way and in encouraging business
at the capital by the splendor of its
official funections. All the qualifications
demanded by it are, we think, found in
Mr. Dunsmuir. He is a man of wealth
and of social standing. He is interest-
ed, in-a purely material way, in British
IColumbia to a greater extent, perhaps,
than any other single individual, and ke
understands its needs and its people.
Ho thas engaged in politics and has
abandoned them after having oceupied
the premiership of the province in a
composite government. The Province,
iz common with all others who are dis-
interested, offers its congratulations to
Lieutenant-Governor Dunsmui‘r.

Both men wore trousers bearing the
label “Walsh, Tailor,” and one carried
an expensive Elgin watch inscribed
with the monogram “M. G. P.” and
wore a seal ring bearing the letter
e < The men, perished nearly 30
miles from water. The fingers on
one had been worn to the bone digging
in the sand, evidently in an attempt
to reach water.

DSKDVMTGES OF .S,
NSURANCE COMPANES

Expert Gives Result Experiences
in Recent Legislative In-
vestigation.

ASHINGTON, May 15. — “A
fire insurance company in this
‘ -country knows swhether it is
solvent or not when it pays its - San
Francisco losses.” This statment was
made by Miles M. Dawson, who was
actuary of the New York legislature in-
surance investigation committee. < Mr.
Dawson was discussing the question of
a model insurance act for the Distrier
of Columbia. His argument previously
bad been confined to the life, but he
made this slight digression to point out
what he deemed faulty provisions in the
Ames bill regarding fire companies. The
result of the Chicago fire was, he said,
t¢ put most of the American companies
out of business, jvhile not one of the
British companies failed, notwithstand-
ing they paid every loss they had in that
conflagration. This was because the
laws of the ~TUnited States re-
quired American. companies .to thold. a
reserve fund amounting to fifty per cent
of the capital. The' reserve of the Bri;
tish ‘companies’ ‘was but 30 per cent.
Mr. - Pawson - suggested - that the bill
should provide for a 50 per cent reserve
with a further provision that 50 per
cent might be used
To Meet Conflagration Loss
On the subject of life insurance Mr.
Dawson gave the committee: the benefit
of his experience with the Armstrong
committee. He drew the first draft of
the = Armstrong insurance legislation,
which has just been enacted by the
New York state legislature. This legis-
lation, he said,” was not intended in any
sense as a “model law,” but was res-
tricted to correct evils which were
shown to exist by the testimony taken
during the investigation, with the ex-
ception of Massachusetts, and possibly
New York, state legislation had proved
a great failure. Mr. Dawson went over
the bill, suggesting amendments i
many places. It was, he said, undoubt-
edly to be desired that this bill should
partake of jthe nature of a model mga-
sure. He realized, however, the ny
dificulties in the way of this accom-
plishment. Mr. Dawson concluded his
observations with the suggestion that
the committee would do well to obtain
a surety from the house to continue its
inquiry during the -summer months, not
for the purpose of investigating insur-
ance companies, but to investigate in-
surance laws. He also urged the com-
mittee to carefully consider the guestion
of including in this bill a limitation to
be placed on expenditures by companies

MILITARY KITCHEN CAR.

Washington, D. C., May 15.—The sec-
retary of war has approved the recom-
mendation of the quartermaster general
and the eommissary general in favor of
a kitchen car for military purposes. This
car will be used on occasions of the
transfer of large bodies of troops over
distances which require a period of for-
ty-eight. hours or more. It has been
found by a practical experiment that
money is saved and the men provided
with better food by having an impro-
vised kitchen attached to the train which
carries them long distances, such as is
involved in a transfer. of troops across
the continent. Hitherto there has been
more or less dependence upon the res-
taurants and other facilities en route.

A BOLD ROBBERY.

INDIAN RELIGIOUS GATHERING.

Many Tribes Attend United Services
on Naas River.

On Sunday,  April 22, large congrega-
tions filled the church at Fishery Bay, 15
miles up the Naas river, both morning
and evening. Every village on the Naas
river was represented as well as many of
the Skeena river villages, also coast towns,
such as Port Simpson and Metlakatla.
There were some even from Massett,
Queen Charlotte Island, and from Port
Chester, - Alaska. Four distinct tribes—
the Lim Shi‘ang of the coast, the Nis-
bigas of the Naas, the Kitikshams of the
Skeena and the Haidas of .Queen Char-
lotte, were mingled freely together, wor-
shipping in the same church the One
Eternal Father.

The cause which had brought so many
different clans together at this particu-
lar season of the year was the celebrated
oolachan fishing. The fishing ‘itself lasts
only about a week, but the extracting of
the grease, which is so highly prized, oc-
cupies more than a month. As the ma-
jority of the people were from the Naas
river, Archdeacon. Collison, who has labor-
ed for over twenty-two years in the
Lower Naas mission, and Rev: J. B. Me-
Cuaogh, “J. P., who has labored for the
same length of time .in the Upper Naas
mission, were both present at the united
services; also the Bishop of Caledonia.
During the evening service Bishop Du
Vernet confirmed eighty-eight candidates,
thirty-nine "“women and forty-nine men. Of
these no - less ‘than forty-five were con-
verts from gross heathenism during ‘the
last eighteen months. - All were from the
Naas river,. which, through an amicable
understanding with the Methodist church,
is now left to the Church of England to
work, so as to prevent over-lapping.

LOG RAFT BROKEN.

Nebraskan Reports Menace to Shipping
Off the California Coast.

Steamer Nebraskan, nhich has arriv-
ed at Seattle from San Francisco, re-
ports having run into the midst of a
vast field of logs, which stretched for
geveral miles in length, and as far as
the eye could reach on either side,
forming a dangerous impediment to nav-
igation.

There is little ‘doubt ‘but that this is
the raft of logs which broke adrift from
the steamer Frances H. Leggett early
last week during a storm and for whicn
she has been searching in vain. Tt had
not been known upto this time that the
raft had broken up, and the work of
clearing ' the ocean of this danger wi.l
be many times more difficult on this ac-
count than it would have been other-
wise. LS

The Leggett was towing the raft from
Astoria to San Francisco when the ac-
cident oceurred.

The location of the logs when sighted
by the Nebraskan was 39 degrees 30
minutes north, 134 ‘degrees 30 minutes
west.

of being one of England’s “Grand Old
Women,” was eighty-six years old to-
day. Miss Nightingale lives in quiet re-
tirement in a house in the outskirts of
London- which she has  occupied for
mapg years. Fere she received today,
a ‘flumber 6f petsonal gtimd‘s_,'_‘whu;‘cnﬂcd;;
to. congratulate ~her om ‘her birthday.
Others who remembered the anniversary
among them King Edward and Queen
Alexandra,«sent 'her personal messages
of felicitation, Though she has been
an invalid for many years, Miss Night-
ingale continues to take an &ctive inter-
est in all that concerns the profession
which she made famous.

Miss Nightingale was born -at Flor-
ence and named after the City of
Flowers. Originally her patronymic
was Shore, and it was only on her fath-
er inheriting the estate of his uncle,
Peter Nightingale, that he assumed the
name of the testator.

. After being presented at court, Flor-

ence figured for several years in Lon-

don society, and them withdrew to de-
vote herself to sick nursing. It was
only natural that with her experience
in nursing and her talent for organiza-
tion, she sbould be placed at the head
of the band of volunteer nurses, com-
posed wholly of women of good family
who started out for the Crimea in re-
sponse .to the public appeal for npurses
made by Sir Robert Peel and Sir\ Wil-
liam Russell, the correspondent of the

London Times at the seat of war, and

who, like Miss Nightingale, still sur-

vives. R

Modesty has always-been Miss Night-
ingale’s principal characteristic. She re-
fused all public ovations on her return
from the Crimea, and when the-.nation
and the army presented her with & tes-
timonial of $250,000 in recognition of her
services she declined to receive it.
