Empress of Japan Br,iugs‘ Details
of Drowning of Seventy Blue-
jackets in Tokio Bay

Steamer Em{lms of Japan brought
further particulars of the disaster to
-Japanesg bluejackets of the cruiser
Chitose in Tokio bay, briefly reported
by cable. A fishing boat with 99 petty
officers and bluejackets and 30 visitors
left the Chitose lying at anchor five
miles. from shore, to land at Shinagawa.
After sailing about a thousand yards,
when east of the old Shinagawa fort in
Tokio bay, a westetly gale sprang up,
and soon the sea was very heavy. The
boat began'to fill and the overcrowded
passengers became ‘confused, causing
the vessel to capsize, A fishing boat,
passing, came'to the rescue and took 40
persons on board. Fearing the vessel
would be capsized by many swimmers
who clung to her sides, the crew fought
them off and put off. When this boat

Dr. Ernest Hall Says State Should
~ Care for Unfortunate
Children

“I regard it as of the greatest im-

Ernest Hall to the Colonist yesterday.
“I am retiring from the board this year,
what with my practice and politics iny
time is pretty well taken up,—but I

am still interested in the work, and I
shall do my best to see that my place
is taken by another doctor.”

Dr. Hall referred to the resolution
passed by the board at its last meet-
ing with reference to the extension of
the duties of the city medical health
fnspector in order that they might in-
clude the care of .the school children.
“There is a lot which needs to be done
in that direction,” he said, “and it
would be necessary to increase the doc-
tor’s salary if he is also to look after
the schools. Really there is enough
work ;in caring for the health of the
children to keep one man busy all the
time.

“Some radical steps should be taken
in this direction,” continued the doc-
tor.

“The care of the children is of the
greatest importance, and should be es-
pecially safeguarded. A doctor should
be appointed to examine all children en-
tering the schools, and given power to
prevent those children whom he does
not consider suitable from attending
the classes. Lots of children are not
suited to attend school. In some cases
they receive more harm than benefit
by their work. A child may be mental-
ly deficient, or its health may be poor,
so it would benefit more by being al-
lowed to stay away. In other cases

If there was a medical exam-
ination these defects would be discov-
ered and remedied. Of course I need
not dwell upon the importance of pre-
venting children with contagious dis-
eases from entering the schools and
.thus spreading the infection.

FATAL'TRAIN WRECK

ON CANADIAN. PACIFIC

East Bound Express Thrown
From Track and Two Pas-
sengers Killed

Winnipeg, Jan. 7.—Twb men were in-
stantly - killed and "eight other passen-

gers more or less injured in the wreck
of the C.-P. R. eastbound transcontin-
ental express yesterday afternoon, near

Kaministiqua, 25 miles west of Fort
William. )

The transcontinental express, which
left here on Saturday for the East, was
wrecked yesterday -afternoon, a half
mile east of Kaministiqua. wo men
were killed and six injured. The wreck
was due to a broken rail, which threw
the mail car and five of the coaches fol-
lowing off the track. The dining car
and sleepers kept the rails.

One coach, which left the track, was
thrown across and partially down the
embankment, and the side of it was
crushed in by the coach following. It
was-here that the fathlities occurred.

H. Smith, oneg of those killed, was on
his way to Montreal, and Campbell was
on his way home to Epgland. Both of
these - men were pinned under the wreck-
age, and died before they could be re-
leased. ‘

The injuries to passengers were large-
ly dne’ to broken glass, or to having
been violently thrown against the seats
or side of the car when it was overturn-
ed.

POSSIBILITIES OF
DEEP-SEA FISHING

Boaumont Boggs, who is an Au-
thority, Says There is For-
tune in Industry

oo \

Accotding to M. ‘Beaumont Bogfs and
others, who have made a thorough Investi-
gation. of deepeea fishing, the opportuni-
ties for developfent, with sufficient capi-
talization—and the company being formed
here Is to be sirong enough to carry on the
business on a. large scale—are great. Mr.
Boggs, who was secretary of the Canadian
Pacific Fish Company, formed in Victoria
in 1899, went to Nova Scofla and to Mon-
treal and Ottawa In 'the interest of the en-
tergilrlse, and he gatliered considerable data
with fegard “to the /business of deepsea
fishing In the North Paecific. Failure to
secure the necessary amount of capital pre-
vented the establishment of the industry
then; and it is pointed out that with a
roper. amount of eapital the:returns will
¢ great indeed. . The number of employees
will be very large, as also the resultant
Denefit to the community. As stated yes-
terday, the estimate given provides for
employment of 5,000 persons, supporting at
least 20,000 people. 3
At present the. deep-sea fishing of the
Paécific coast, especially with regard to
cod-fishing, is carried on mostly from Ana-
cortes and San Francisco. The success of
the fleets of echooners -operatin from
these points, and the evidence of seallng cap-
tains, “many of whom are former Nova
Scotian fishermen, - has .demonstrated that
fish  similar to the Newfoundland cod
abound in the northérn waters of the Pa-
cific ocean and Behring Sea. The San
Francisco fishermen” operate a Whitman
fish-dryer in conmectton with their busl-
nees. It is progmsed thet one will be oper-
ated by the British Columbia company,
probably at the Quéen Charlotte island sta-
tion, whence fas gg&m ers will bring the
mirketable fish soufily" It is necegsary that
a. two-storey building be erected, at least
50 x 100, with exhanst fan, hot water heat-
ér, wire nettinﬁ, ete., for the operation of
a.dryer, and while the main obpect of thils
plant is the treatment of cod for export
trade, there are other deep-sea fish procur-
able which can be easlly and profitably
dtied, such as. halibut, hake, sturgeon and
salmon. ;
In discussing the® cost per vessel of &
voyage from Victoria to the cod-fishing of
Behring Sea, the expense of one of the
Anacortes fleet can be taken as an examgle.
This schooner, a vessel of 142 toms, with a
crew-of 21 men, left April 18th and returu-
éd August Oth, consuming 114 days. She
took.112,000 fish. . The expenses were: One
salter, $§ 5 per month, §240; one splitter, $680
er. momnth, $228; one cook, $55 per month,
§.1'23.12; four dressers, $25 ggr month, $379.-

‘“After I returned from South America T
met ithe Boards of Trade at Victoria and
Vancouver, B. C., and ur%ed upon them the
fiecessity to take immediate aetion to de-
yélop their fish and lumber trade along the
Pacific coast, making no- particular refer-
ence to the Atlantic and Gulf coasts of the
Latin Republice. I.met with a number of
vepresentative men who seemed thoroughly
well informed with regard to the amount
of fish that could be caught in the waters
of British Columbia and they seemed so
impressed with what 1 sald that I under-
stood that a fish-drying gnd pickling con-
cern was at once to be started with the
Latin-American trade in_ view. It seems
Incredible that so many fish can be caught
8o easily and yet arc left in.the sea. Hal-
but and cod and other varieties seem to
offer themselves as cargo to any veseel
which goes out in search of them.”
There is a large market also for dried
fish in China and Japan. George  Ander-
son, speecial agent to those countries, - re-
ported that China aloue, outside the free
ports, imported $2,000,000 worth of dried
fish yearly, and Japan also offéered a large
market. :

MANY POACHERS KILLED

Three Hundred Men Believed to Be
Assassinated—Vessels Missing

Japanese poachers have found short
shrift on the Kamchatkan peninsula
according to advices received yester-
day by the steamer Empress of Japan.

FAST: PASSHGE OF
-EMPRESS OF JAPAN

Came from Yokohama to Victoria
in Less than Eleven Days
Steaming Time

HENRIETTA HERE FOR REPAIRS

Was Hauled Out Yesterday on Ways
of Machinery Depot—Freighters
in Heavy Weather

Completing the fastest trip - made
across the Pacific from Yokohama
since the new Overseas Mail service
was commenced last summer, R. M. S.
Empress of Japan arrived at William ||

Head on Sunday night and docked at
thgﬁ outer wharf monday = morning at
daylight. The voyage occupied less
than. 11 days actual steaming, or 10
calendar days. The Empress almost |
equalled her record of 10 days 10 hours

Leaving Yokohama ' on the 27th,
heavy snow was encountered with bit-
ing winde almost to the meridian.
Thence good weather was experienced
until arrival. At Hongkong on the
present voyage some false work was
built to protect the library on the.

Of the Chinese
passengers, 29 were landed here, 28
being returning men and the other a
newcomer who was mulcted the usual
head tax of $500.

Phil Otta Schreiner, a . brother of
Olive Schreiner, author of “The Story
of an African Farm,” and other books,
Mark Baggallay, a tea exporter from
Japan, F. H. Kell, a tea planter of
Formosa, Capt. G. Carpenter and Capt.
W. H. Dent, British army officers
bound to England, F. C. Singelsen, W.
W. Gordon Thomson, R. J. Mackenzie
and Miss S. Thorndyke Bolton.
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Advices were brought by the steam-
er that the Monteagle, which stranded
at Hongkong during the typhoon, is
still under repairs, which will not be
completed until’ Mebriary. Repairs ex-
chisive of the new stern post, which is
being sent from England, will cost
$102,000. Efforts to raise the Chinese
steamer Kwong Chow, which contains
over 900 bodies have failed.

The Empress brought a silver cup,
presented some years ago for football
competition by Chief Engineer Neish
of the Empress of China, won at
Hongkong by the crew of the Japan.

HENRIETTA FOR REPAIRS

Was Placed on Cradle of Victoria
Machinery Depot Yesterday

Steamer Henrietta, owned by Capt.
Mackenzie, arrived Monday
from Vancouver to 'be hauled out on
the ways of the Victoria Machinery
depot for repairs necessary as a result
of her stranding at Danger reef, Lady-
smith, when on the way north to the
wreck of the Norwegian steamer
Themis. The Henrietta, a steel ves-
sel, was formerly a French bark, and
was bought after striking a reef in the
Columbia river some. years ago and
converted into ‘a_ steamer by Capt.
Mackenzie. ‘A gurvey will be made
today to ascertain the amount of work
necessary to the vessel, and this wil
be carried out by the Victoria Mach-
inery depot.

UNIQUE SALVAGE CASE'

Because Three Dogs Were Left, Own-
ers Claim Melanope From Salvors |

Basing their claim for possession on
three small dogs left aboard, J. J.
Moore & €o., of ‘San Francisco, owners
of the British bark Melanope, which
was deserted by Capt. N. K. Willis
and crew while off the Columbia river,
Dec. 8, will start a suit for the owner-
ship of the vessel. The owners of the
vessel are basing their claim upon the
decision of the British courts of eighty
years ago, in which the fact of a
small kitten being  left aboard an
abandoned ship was sufficient to prove
possession and not a state of aban-
donment.

On Dec. 13 the steamer Northland
sighted the derelict. Without much
difficulty she succeeded in making
fast lines to the vessel and after a lit-
tle’ trouble towed her to Astoria. The,
claimed that the ship was a derelict
and took absolute possession. i

The captain and crew of the North-
land together with the owners of the
boat held that the salvage on. fhe
Melanope was worth “$65,000, $50,000
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Victoria,

as the value of the ship, and $15,000

for and it was found that she could
be put in ghape for $30,000 or less. The
owners offered $5,000 . salvage to the
Northland and this was refused.

Esquimalt there was only a kitten on
board; but the ewners made no claim
that the presence of the Kkitten ren-
dered the vessel not deserted.
