A Complete Exposure of
the Conspiracy.

‘DDMINION GOVERNMENT IMPLICATED.

The Members Whe Were Approached—
Where the Money Camg From—The
Affair Precipitated by The World—
The Matter Referred to a Committee
of the House,

The scene enacted last night on the floor
of the legislative assembly was as exciting
and memorable as any ever betore enacted
in'a Canadian parliament. Though the
intended revelation of a base conspiracy to
buy up supporters of the Mowat govern-
ment was known to a considerable number
of persons, they kept their counsel well,
and the explosion therefore came with

““stumning effect, not merely on the opposi-
! tion, but apparently also on many mem-

bers on the government’s side, and on all
the spectators, who got a spicier perform-
ance than they had bargained for. There
was nothing in the proceedings of the
afternoon or early evening to indicate that
a storm was impending. The house, at
eight o’clock, went into committee of sup-
ply and passed the estimates for “legisla-

. tion.” After this was over the premier,

about half-past nine, moved the speaker

into the chair and commenced to address

the house ax. a question of privilege. His
first words were

A BOLT OUT OF THE BLUE.

Without preface or circumlocution he
asked the speaker to open two sealed pack-
ages which had in the course of the day
been placed in his hands. Mr. Clarke did
so. - The first contained a written state-
ment made by Mr. McKim of West Wel-
lington, that J. A. Wilkinson had paid him
the sum of $1000 as a bribe to induce "him
togo in cpposition to the government.
The thousand dollars—ten 8100 bills—was
counted by the speaker in the presence of
the house. The second packet was from
Mr. our, of South Essex, who statec
Mr. Balfour, of South E , who stated
in his letter that ‘‘Big-Push” Wilkinson had
paid him $800 to seduce him from his
allegiance to the Mowat government, and
once more the amount of the bribe was
counted, in $100 bills, before the eyes of
the assembled crowd. This little drama,
which had been performed amidst breath-
less stillness, being over, Mr. Mowat arose
and explained that Messrs. Balfour and
McKim had acted in the matter with the
knowledge and concurrence of the govern-
ment. He then read the following declara-
tion and resolution, taking upon himself
the entire responsibility of the statements
it contains :

¢ THE RESOLUTION. .

That the attorney-general, a member of this
house, has from his place in the house stated
that he is credibly informed and believes that
divers persons named by him, including
Christopher W, Bunting, John A. Wilkinson,
Edward Meek, F. 8. Kertland and one Lynch,
have entered into a conspiracy to accomplish
the defeat of the government in this house by
corrupting members of this house to vote
against thegovernment and government meas-
ures, *

That the first-named three persons are well

known and active members of the party in
this province opposed to this government, and
that the last-named two persons are American
citizens. .
. That for the purpose of corruptly influenc-
ing the votes of members of this house the
said five persons have at divers times during
the present session of this legislature ap-
proached several members of this house with
money, offers of money, promises of oilices in
tiu__: gift of the dominion government, and pro-
mises of other personal advantages to such
menibers. 5

That divers membeérs of this house 5o ap-
proached being indignant at the criminal con-
duet proposed to them have deemed it to be
the fitting course on their part, and a duty to
their constituents and the publie, acting herein
with the addvice and approval ol members of
the governinent, to scem for a time to enter-
tain such approaches in order to secure detec-
tion, exposure and punishment of the persons
fuilty of making such corrupt attempts, and

1ave in pursuance of their duty from time to
time disclosed to members of the govern-
ment the approaches from time to time made
to them, and the several acts tucrein of the
guilry parties; that ainong Lhe members of this
ouse in regard to whom such corrupt attempts
have been made are Mr. Robert McKim, mem-
ber for the west riding of Wellington; Mr.

PRECIPITATED BY THE WORLD.

The announcement in The World of yes-
terday that something of this nature was
afoot precipitated the matter. The inten-
tion of the government was to hold back
till Mr. Meredith got up and moved his
vote of want of confidence. But the
article in The World and certain rumors
that got afloat in the day time scared the
opposition off and they did nothing. Mr,
Mowat thereupon had to take initiative.
As one member of the government put it
last night to a World reporter: We had to
bring it up for fear that your paper would
have the whole thing in in the morning.

BALFOUR A HERO,

“You are a hero,” said one prominent
member of the party to Mr. Balfour after
the adjournment. ‘‘Only a man of pluck
would have dared to do what you have
done.” ‘I was so annoyed by the ap-
proaches that were made to me,” said Mr.
Balfour, ““that I determined to expose the
bribers.” . .

THE MEMBER FOR HAMILTON.

THE COALITION GOVERNMENT.

The coalition government was to consist
of Mr. Meredith (attorney-general and
premier), Alex. Morris (minister of educa-
tion), D. Creighton (provincial treasurer)
and three members from the reform side
whose names have not transpired. They
wiil however be given in the evidence of
the members.

ANOTHER MEMBER APPROACHED.

Orrawa, March 17.—=In. the house of
 commons to-day Mr. Daly moved that
when the speaker left the chair at 6 o’clock
the house should stand adjourned until to
morrow on account of it being St. Pat-
rick’s day. The ‘objéet of the motion
seemed to. be to burk discussion on the or-
ange incorporation billi: 5
Mr. Cameron (Victoria) who had charge
of the orange bill objected, as the govern-
ment would probably take next Monday,
and/no opportunity would be offered for
the promotion of legislation in the hands
of private members.

Sir John Macdonald said the matter was
in the hands of the house.

Mr. Blake called attention to the fact
that the motion was out of order, as no no-
tice had been given.

The speaker ruled that this point was
well taken.

Mr. Daly said he would give notice that
he would move his motionat 6 o’clock.

A number of private bills were then
taken up and discussed until 6 o’clock

.when the speaker left the chair amid the

protests of Mr. Daly and the laughter of
the opposition.

After recess Mr. Cameron (Victoria)
moved the second reading of the orange
incorporation bill. - He said the bill was
practically the same as that introduced
last session and that therefore he saw no
occasion for a ‘long discussion. All that
the orangemen asked was to be allowed to
hold property the same as similar benevo-
lent organizations.

Mr. Mills contended that the dominion
parliament had no power to grant the
privileges asked for by the bill. 'The sub-
ject was one of purely provincial concern.
Mr. Cameron (Huron) was opposed to
the bill, because it proposed to deal with
a matter effecting property and civil rights,
a subject, which was by the British North
America act, left wholly within the juris-
diction of local legislatures, By this bill
it was also proposed to interfere with law
of mortmain, so long in force in Ontario.
He denied that the orange order in Ontario
was a religious or benevolent organization.
In that province it was a purely po

litical institution. [Cries of no, nol.
Would it be denied that the orange
order had expelled ‘'men for voting for
liberal candidates? Would it be denied
that men had been expelled for voting for
catholic candidates ?* #He read a number of
extracts from the utterances of orange
leaders to show that the order so far as
Ontario was concerned was a purely politi-
Men had been expelled
from orange lodges for voting for John
O’Donohoe, now a senator, when that
gentleman was a candidate for parliament
in east Toronto.

Mr. White (Cardwell), said that the
house had this afternoon passed two bills
incorporating two religious institutions
with powers similar to those asked for by
the orange order. The objection as to in-
terference with the law of mortmain was
a matter of detail which could be attended
to in the private bills committee.

Mr. Blake said that on this measure he
would speak for himself. On this ques-

tion parties were divided. Last session he
had given a silent vote and intended to re-
peat that course now but for the fact that
his motives and those who co-operated

with him had been misrepresented. It
had been charged that the liberals
had agreed on a caucus to vote
against the bill. This was wholly
untrue. He had not advised any of his
friends to vote for or against the measure
and the subject had never been discussed
in caucus. He quoted from Sir John Mac-
donald’s decision as minister of justice
upon the Ontario orange bill of 1873 to
prove that this subjcct was solely and
entirely within provincial jurisdiction,
-+ a " -The house divided
at 3.30 a.m., the motion for a second read-
ing being lost by 68 to 105.
