The
publie schools should insist on vaccination
of every pupil. Sofar all that was done a$
the opening of the schools was to ask the
ohildren if there wae any smallpox near
theit homes, It is far more patisfactory
and less expensive'to prevent the disease
than to stamp it out once it bas settled in
the town.

The provincial board of bealth have
eubmitted to the government & cettain
plan of action for keeping smallpox ont of

" Ontario, The resolutions are likely to
meet with the sanction of the government
and be promulgated to-day or to-moOLrow.
It is understood that the measures pro-
posed are of a vigorous nature, snd the
government are bent on carrying them ount
to the letter.

COanadian Cheese in Bugland.

Every middle aged Canadian can remem-
ber when cheese imported from the United
States was a staple article upon our
grocer's counters, That was before our
‘cheese industry received encouragement in
the shape of ‘& moderate protective duty.
Since then the native product has not only
driven the imported article out of Canads,
but has also invaded the Britieh market
. with such success as to be often sold there
as of English manufacture. The British
practice of calling all cheese from this side
of the Atlantic ‘‘American cheese,” has
also worked injistice to the Canadian pro-
ducer, who is really the superior of his
competitor across the lines. Thus the
Londou Times bemoans the hard fate of
the Euglish cheese maker, whose profits
upon the higher quali jes of cheese have
bees desiroyed by **‘American” competi
tion, It should read *‘Canddian” compe-
titien. The New York cheese men admit
that Canudian cheese is crowding them out
of the English market, and if the London
Times were better informed, or more exact,
it yrould have sail that Canadian cheese
hadl been brought to such perfection at such
s low fiuore as to have no rival in the.
ochuese desling world.

(ratitying as this is to our pride of
cotintry, it is not so gratifying to know
¢thnt the tremendous fall in price noted by
ths Times has not beiterel the case of the
Conadian consumer, who still pays old
time prices for his checge. Thisis one of the
amomalies of our retail trade, whioh no one
seems able, or, rather, willing, to account
for.

The New Pamplog Engines. °
The new waterworks machinéry is all
going, apparently with fhe greatest smooth
ness and effi -iency. Bat the twenty-four
houry’ test will mot be given until noon
to-day, for the reason that the dopkey
" engine, which is to feed hot water iato the
boilers, iz not yet in connection.
