John J. Wright, Manager of the Toronto 

Electric Ligbt Company: “In the first place 
the electric ligbt wires cannot go in the same 
conduit with the telephone lines The heavy 
current of the electric light machinery induces 
a corresponding current m the telephone wires 
and interferes with their business. While the 
wires of the two companies are overhead ou 
opposite sides of the street the currents can 
be kept away from each other.”

“Wouldn’t it be keeping them away from 
raoh other to be put in separate pipes ?”

“No, to a certain extent an iron pipe would 
seduce the induction, but hardly to a sufficieiu 
degree to make it practicable. The great point 
the citizens must bear in mind, with regard to 
the burial of the electric wires, is that they 
cannot expect to hare the use of the telegraph, 
telephone and electric light at the preseni 
prices, if the companies are compelled to put 
the wires underground. The telephone, 
for instance, could not give their service at the 
present prices. The point, therefore, is 
that the use of these modern convenience. 
Will be placed beyond the reach of many 
Who now use them by their necessarily in 
crossed cost. There is no place in the Uuiteti 
States where a complete system of underground 
wires bas been made. The New York Stab- 
Legislature has more than once passedan act to 
compel companies to pul their wires under­
ground before a certain date ; the dates are 
king past and permits are to-day being granted 
in the city of New York for electric light and 
other wires to be run overhead. It will be a 
long time before the reform you are agitating 
will be consummated. It an ordinance is pass 
ad the city will simply be deprived to 
figment of the electrical conveniences.

‘]S it were only a matter of digging a hole, 
teeing a pipe, and putting the wires in it no 
Company would object The difficulty lies in 
working the wires after they are underground. 
All electric currents have a certain amount of 

^ tension or pressure which is all the time tend- 
ing to cause an escape from the wire; the least 
fault in the insulation of a wire will cause a 
leakage,which when commenced multiplies it­
self very fast, resulting in the complete break­
ing down of the insulation at that point The 
leakage may be caused by dampness, and the 
destruction of the insulation of course renders 
useless the wire for its entire length.

\ “We are more willing to put the wires an- 
égBtsonnd than the public are to have them 
put down, but we see the difficulties, of which 
the public know nothing. Justes soon as a
