took place at night in the Guild hall. It is 
the custom for the prime minister and other 
members of the cabinet to attend the ban­
quet and for the prime minister to map out, 
more or less distinctly, the programme of 
the government. All the ministers, espe­
cially Lord Salisbury, were loudly and re­
peatedly cheered.

After the feast the lord mayor toasted the 
ministers and Lord Salisbury arose to re­
spond.

Just now the chief interests was in foreign 
affairs. He alluded to the Chinese-Japanese 
war, which he said had been followed with 
great interest, but those matters are 
past, and he trusted peace had returned.
“Depend upon it,” he said, “whatever may 
happen in that region, be it in the way of 
war or in the way of commerce, we are 
equal to any competition that may be op­
posed to us, and may look with equal absol 
ute equanimity of persons who think to ex­

clude us from that fertile and commercia- 
region, or who imagine if we are admitted 
they can beat us in the markets of the world.
I should feel sorry if we felt sensitiveness in 
the matter.” Continuing, he said, “There 
u another part of the world where matters 
are not so peaceful as he hoped; they are in 
the far east.”

He recalled the action in May last of the 
British, French and Russian ambassadors at 
Constantinople and declared it was designed 
to protect the Armenians, whose terrible and 
deplorable sufferings had moved the feelings 
of the British nation to their base. He paid 
a tribute to the skill of the ambassadors, 
especially Sir Philip Currie, British represen­
tative. The demands made on Turkey by 
the three powers had been substantially ac­
cepted by the sultan. He had seen some­
where under a great name 
the sultan had won a great victory 
British.

It 
is not only the necessary action of the law 
of which I speak on which we may rely. 
There is the authority of the great powers. 
Turkey is in the remarkable position that 
she has now stood in for half a century, 
mainly because the" powers resolved that for 
the peace of Christendom it was necessary 
she should have to stand. The danger is 
that if the Ottoman empire fallait would not 
be merely the danger that would threaten 
its territory; it would be the danger that 
the fire there lit would spread to other na­
tions, involving all that is most powerful and 
civilized in Europe in a dangerous conflict.

Lord Salisbury deprecated indulging in 
the illusion that some single power would 
escape the treaty and try to settle the ques 
tion in its own manner. He believed the 
powers were never more dispos 
to stand together by the European system 
they had themselves devised. The danger 
existed that the sultan should imagine that 
under the pressure of necessity the adhesion 
of the powers was such that no abuses in 
the Ottoman empire would ever receive pun­
ishment. It was a great delusion. Lord 
Salisbury declared he believed the powers 

thoroughly resolved to co-operate in 
everything concerning Turkey. How they 
would act was not for him to phophesy.

In conclusion, Lord Salisbury said: 
“Throughout the negotiations nothing 
impressed more strongly upon my mind 
the disposition of the powers to act together, 
and their profound sense of the appalling 
danger any separation in their action might 
produce. Those among them popularly re­
puted restless have vied with others in their 
anxiety to conduct the difficulty to a favor­
able issue and have conducted themselves in 
a manner that should better bring all po 
into line, moved by the common amb 
and noble aim of preserving the peace of 
Christendom. This is a very cheering symp­
tom. I hope it may be the foundation of a 
system of action that will last many years 
to come, and that in this sense of necessary 
co operation, imposed by the dangers and 
exigencies of our time, we shall find a solu­
tion of some of the formidable problems that
