AS A MEANS OF INCREASING THE MATERIAL
WEALTH OF THE COUNTRY.

The fact now recognized, among. progres-
sive educativnists, that the kindergarten
should form the foundation of an educational
system, ought to arouse curiosity among
teachers and parents to visit good ones. It
is only by the study of the principle of
Froebel, as illustrated in the well conducted
kindergarten, that the practical application
of those principles of the family and the
school can be clearly discerned. The kinder-
garten is 80 thoroughly good in its effect upon
the child that even the careless cannot fail
to see that it makes the little one happy,
more manageable and less unruly; that it
wakes up the young mind to observe, com-
pare and form judgment, processes that
awaken intellectnal life, foster it, and
strengthen its functions by wise help and
direction. Children, especially those in un-
cultured families, amid unfavorable sur-
roundings, find in the kindergarten just those
! ts of traini pplied, if there is to
be a stop pat to the inconceivable waste of
mental and moral energy that is lost tosociety
by the neglect at present, so prevalent among
all classes of society. We often speak of
developing our natural resources, and are
anxions to make the most of our lands, our
fisheries and our mines, but all these taken
together are not so precious as our children.
If from the very start they could be handled

* aright, who can set bonds to the material
wealth that would be secured from their
willing hands, trained senses on the alert,
and the general intelligence sharpened by
wise direction, to thase things of
every day life that lie about the pathway of
every child in the country.

Drains become clogged, washes be-
gin in the wagon track, freezing and thaw-
ing logsen the surface, overloaded wagons
t2ar up the ballast and start channels for
watér, and every succeeding flood sweeps
down the roadway, insteod of through the
sluices, often requiring the labor and taxes
of an entire year to repair the loss, whereas
a little attention at the proper time would
have preserved the whole intact and have
kept it in good condition for public use.
Lack of attention at the proper time is the
great defect in our present system of public
roads, entailing loss to the tax-payers aggre-
gating millions of dollars, and which, if con-
tinued, will effectually prevent the possibil-
ity of good roads for all time tocome. Any
road law that does not provide for the con-
stant and intelligent care of our highways
after they have been constructed is defective

How to Make Vinegar.

-method for making vinegar. Exposure to
the warm air will hasten the making of cider
into vinegar. Simply place the barrels in
the cellar or where they will not freeze during
the Winter. In the Spring, place them in
the open air, or in an attie, with the bungs
out, but with the holes covered with coarse
gloth to exclude insects. If it be arranged
80 that the cider will trickle slowly from
one barrel to another, the process will be
hastened. It would be well to rack off the
cider after it works, to free it from all sedi-

A bran mash or
two renders the bowels more susceptible of
its action, and a smaller portion of the drug
is therefore required to produce the desired
effect, and there is, at the same time, less
rislg of painful spasms accompanying its
operation. Bran mashes may be given hot
or cold—cold are perhaps quite as grateful to
the horse; but the nibbling of the hot mash
in catarrhal affections is particularly benefi-
cial, from the necessary inhalation of steam.

¢ Of all roots with which horses are tempt-
ed, the carrot, as a rule, is the favorite and
perhaps the moat beneficial. It is said to be
somewhat dinretic in it effects, and to exer-
cise a salubrious influence on theskin. Cer-
tain it is that a sick horse may be coaxed
into eating carrots when disclined to partake
of other nourishment, and the greatest bene-
fiv results. For the ailing horse, then, car-
rots are most valuable as an article of diet,
and a few may be given with advantage even
to a horse in healthy condition.

““ Oatmeal is extremely nutritious, and as
a food for the convalescent horse is most
valuable; the bruising process the grain has
undergone breaks the husk, and renders it
more easily acted upon by the digestive
organs. It is usually given in the form of a
gruel, and in that form it is one of the most
essential articles of diet for the infirmary.

Besides the usual complete stock always to

do a good day’s work in these days of cheap.

horses would better be sent to a menagerie
or a ferret farm.

The team is the keystone in the arch of all
the farmer’s operations. When much of the
work of the farm was done by man power
the operations were not so much regulated
by the strength and willingness of the team.
Now almost everything on the farm can be
done by machinery and horse power. The
farmer’s own time is a large investment that
he must work to its full capacity. An able
man cannot afford to do half a day’s work in
in the whole day on acuount of poor tools or
a poor team. Very frequently two inferior
teams are kept where one good one would do
all the work, but one of the teams now kept
could not. I believe it safe to say that dur-
ing the past winter feed enough has been
wasted on horses that ought to have been
shot in thefal!, to pay farm taxes this spring.
Farmers ought to have the best horses in-
stead of the poorest. In scarcely any other
basiness is it necessary to put in such long
steady days. Nor is there any other so large
an investment depending upon horse power
to be made productive.

Feeding and watering Horses.

Cast-iron rules should not be followed in
the feeding and watering of a horse any more
than in fixing his paces or his strength. It
all depends on how far or fast you intend to
travel, and the regard you have for the con-
dition of the animal at the end of the journey.
The disposition of the horse as to eatiog
should be locked to. If inclined to bolt his
food without proper chewing his teeth should
be examined, and unsound teeth, if any,
should be removed, and perhaps ground feed
and chopped hay substituted for whole grain.
If, however, a horse eats rather slowly and
properly grinds his food, it is better that the
grain and hay be fed in the natural state.
If the horse is to do hard work during the
day, ground food is preferred for the morn-
ing meal. It is digested more rapidly than
when the grain is fed whole. A mistake
often made is to rush a horse into exhaustive
work as soon as he has swallowed his meal.
Nothiog could be more destructive to health.
At least an hour should intervene after feed-
ing before a horse is driven hard or pulled
exhaustively. The giviogof water isnot less
important than feeding. Water should be
given before, never after feeding, so far as
full draughts are concerned. Whena thirsty
horse is given what water he will drink im-
mediately after feeding, much of the food

is carried undigested into the bowels, caus-
ing many disorders, as colic, for instance.
If the horse is watered before being fed, the
water passes out of the stomach, is taken up
by the absorbents and distributed through-
out the system just where it is needed.
8till, if the horse seems thirsty after esting,
two or three quarts of water may be given
and do no harm. It is when a horse is heat-
ed or after he has been feeding ravenously
that a big drink of water hurtshim. Do not
deny him altogether at those times, only be
careful that he drinks sparingly.

How to Preserve Root Cuttings.

It is quite common for those desiring new
plants from cattings, says The American
Cultivator, to place them in a bottle of water,
keeping the whole cutting, except a bud,
submerged until roots form. The practice
of gardeners is to place the cutting damp
sand, and they claim that the sharp particles

of sand rubbing against the smooth end of |

the cutting hasten the callousing from which
the roots are started. No manure of any
kind shouli be allowed to come in contact
with cuttings. The first roots formed are
ver{ tender and upp¥. They will rot off
ag fast as they form if heating manure is
g:oed near them. After the cutting has

n well rooted it may be planted in richer
ground, but even then the filling around the
roots bad better be sand than rich earth or
manure. When the rootr grow, they will
reach the manure fast enough if within reach-
ing distance and this for a large vine may be
15 or 20 feet distant.

Indoor plants, especially palms, need very
careful attention indeed, if the housewife
desires them to appear in & healthy and
flourishing condition. A very important
thing to be observed in the culture of palme
is that the leaves are kept as free from dust
as possible. The curface of the leaves are
the lungs of the plant, and if the pores once
become clogged the palm suffers. Thus the
bousewife should see that the leaves are
washed down at least once a week with
s sponge, while the root should be well
syringed as required.

If you stand a palm in the window be
careful that you turn the pot round every
day, so that one side of the plant does not
get the sole benefit of the sun’s rays. And,
as regarding the pot, be sure that you get
one sufficiently large, as otherwise your beau-
tiful palm will soon show sigus of falling off.
When the blinds are drawn and the gas is
lighted, remove your plants to the conserva-
tory or other cool place, as few things areso
damaging as artificial light.

One of vhe greatest palm fanciers in Lon-
don is said to have discovered that the leaves
should be washed, not with pure water, but
milk and water, which has a wonderfal effect
of preserving them, and preventing the ap-
pearance of the brown spots which are so
disfigaring.
