PRETTY open spot ox;th/ebxn‘k/ of the
Great Mackenzie River was the place where
Owindia first saw light. One of the uni- -
versal pine forests formed the back ground, while low
shrubs ‘and willows, with a pleasant. green carpet of
mossy grass, were the immediate surroundings of the
camp. - T
The ‘banks of the Mackenzie often rise to a height
of sixty feet above the river, This was the case in
the spot where- Michel the Hunter had pitched his
tent, or * lodge ” as it is called. A number of other
Indians were camped near, led thither by the fish
which is so abundant in our Northern rivers, and
which proves a seldom failing resource when the
moose or reindeer go off their usual track. The
