VIEWS OF EX-MAYOR HOWLAXND.

« Ty the city of Toronto, where for-
merly we had five hundred deiuking-
places, we have now but 1h {, of which
150 are taverns. The saloons which
we closed up we did not pretend to
compensate, but simply took away
their licenses. For a while they talk-
ed loudly of resistance, but when the
duy came for the now ordinances to go
in force, they deemed it best to sub-
mit; and the tavern-keepers who re-
mained suddenly reformed, and began
to obey the laws for fear that their
licenses too would be taken away.

“One law we now have in Ontario
which, for some reason, none of your
American statesmen would dare to
propose, but which no reputable citizen
would ask to have repealed. It is the
law forbidding any tavern-keeper to
hold any public ofiice.

“ Qntario is not the only scction in
Canada where political temperance re.
form has taken firm hold. In Roman
Catholic Quebec they have local option
by parishes; and, through the in.
fluence of the Catholic priests, a large
number of these parishes have adopted
loca’ prohibition. In the Nortn.west
Territory, statutory prohibition is in
force, and the consumption of liquors
has been reduced to two and one-
quarter gallons per capita. In British
Colutnbia, where there is no such law,
it is seven gallons,
