Freight Bataé—zz;(f Trafic Matters.

The Chicago Trade Bulletin of May 28
gsays: Rail business was fair and rates
stesdy last weok at 20¢ per 100 Ibs for flour
and grain and 80c on provisions toNew York.
Ocean rates ware steady with a modorate de-
mand. The through rate to Liverpool was
strong at 223 to 2i3c for flour and provisiuns
85 to 38, tod4c per1001bs. Grain was 12.20c
per bu. The lake and rail rate to New
Eogland is 9c por bu on corn and 5jc on
oats. To New York it was Gjc on corn and
53c oats. Offerings of boats were larger, and
rates lowar at 1ic for wheat, 1 to 13c for
corn and Ic for oats to Buffalo, 13c for corn
to Midland, and 1cto Port Huron.

Since our last report, says tho Montreal
Trado Bulletin, some business has been
worked for London at 2s for heavy grain and
1s 94 for oats. Liverpool and Glasgow
freight has been taken ab 18 73d for heavy
grain with 1s 93 now asked. DBristol space is
quoted ot 23, Lo Antwerp and Hamburg 23
8d to 23 6d is quoted for heavy grsin and 25
144 for oats. Sack flour is quict 2t 83 9d to
10s London, 68 6d to 73 Liverpool ; Glasgow
85 94 to 103 and Bristol 10s. Cattle 833 to
40s. Horses 70s London aud 8§03 Glasgow.
Chesso and butter 203 London and Glasgow,
25s Bristol, add 17s 6d. Liverpool. Ia Lake
freights the rate from Chicago to Erescott is
23c on corn, tho samo rate ruling to Kings-
ton. The through rato on corn irom Chicago
to Montreal is 5c, and on wheat 5jc. From
Buffalo to New York tho combino 13 keoping
up rates well, whest baing 83c and corn 33c.

Tho Iatorstato Commission in tho caso of
the grain shippors of Northwest [owa
against the railways, hold that rates on
coarss grain, to bo roasonablo, should not
oxceed 17 conts from Missouri river points to
Chicagn, and 12 conts to tho east bank of the
Miwissippi River, and not more than 15
conts oo whoat, The grain men are now
moving to sue tho rilways for tho amount
of froight charged in oxcess of what tho
Intorstate Commerce Commission decided
was reasonable,

Light Stocks of (alifornia Frait.

According to current reports the stock of
California dried fruits was nover so light at
this scason as it is now. While for a long
time past thore has beon noevidonco of activ-
ity in any line, and speculative intcrest bas
scomed to bo dead, theroe has beon a stoady
but quiot movement of stocks into consumnp-
tion and at the presont timo tho holdings of
first hands aro unusually hght. There were
gnod crops of overything but apricots last
yeoar ; but while consumers have boen buying
closo to requiroments throughout tho scason,
and the excitoment incidontal vo speculativo
buying has beon all but lacking, the stock
has been absorbed.

In first hands at tho present time thero is
noxt to po stock of any description, Raisins
aro particularly scarce, and of late the tond-
oncy of the market has been upward. Some
of the jobbing houses are well suppliod with
prunes, but they are putting them into cold
storege, and they will not bocome a factor in
the market until next fall. There is quite
an activo demand for peaches and apricots,
but thero is little available stock of oither.
‘Two or three car loads of peaches are held in
Philadelphia on consignmeont, but the owners
on tho Coast have their ideas up, andalthough
bids of very full prices have been made, the
cousignees have received instructions to
store the goods. The crop outlook is still un-.
certain. The grape vines Seem to have re-
covered from the effect of tho late frosts, and
8 fair avorage crop is expected. The prune
crop will not bo so large as was expected be-
fore the frosts, butit is cortain that thero will
bo a good output, and, according to tho latest
advices, it will run chiefly to large sizes. A
fair peach crop is promised, but of apricots it
is believed that there will bé ro moro than,
if as much, as last year,—New York Com-
mercial Bulletin.

Montreal Frait Sales.

The cargo of the Bellona, the third dircct
steamer to arrivo at Montreal with Mediter«
rancan fruit, was put up at auction as usual,
The cargo consisted of 28,000 boxes of Messina,
7,000 boxes of Palermo and 1,600 cases of
Valencia Jemons.  Also about 7,000 boxes of
Palermo, Catania and Messina oranges.
Tho condition and quality of tho cargo was
good, but the bidding at times was very slow.
Lomons showed a drop of 10 to 40c por box
lower than the previous sale, and considerable
quantity was withdrawn. The bulk of
lomons sold went to United States buyers,
Oranges showod an advance of 50c to $1.50
por bux, but vven at this advance some of the
Catania oranges were withdrawn,  Tho fol-
lowing wero the prices realized: Lomons,
$1.00 t0 83.00 per box; oranges, Catania,
in boxes, $3.50, half boxes, SL.15 to §2.00;
Palormo, boxes, $1.00 to $2.50, half boxes,
90c to $1.90 ; Messing, boxes, $1.50 to $1.50,
half boxes, 635 to $1.50,
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It is expected that an elevator will bo buils
this summer at Qu’Appelle.

At Montreal on May 17 the market for oats
was woaker aud prices declined  to 3c.  No,
2 Oatario whito wore offered at 273 to 2Sc
track. No. 2 mixed oats for export are offer.
ed at 26c.
