At tan, hove to at a placo. ealled Tautoo; about two
miles below Silver Island, while Mr. Meadows-and Mr.
Reynoles went.on skore to bave an interview with the
rebel ‘chiefs, but .ascertained they Lad-npot.yet been
there. Proceeded towards Silver Ifland, abreast of
which the ITermes anchored, mbilo tlo above gentle.
men Ippded for the same purpose. At Tautoo learnt
trom the few priests remaining that a party of rebels
hiad lefe the place only three days before, after having
destroved all the idols, &c., throwing soveral into the
sea. We saw a number floating about, looking as if
some foreign ships had been castaway, and their figure
beads bad got adrift.  This wasa miost extraordinary
sight, and it was difficult for onc to reconcile himself to
the fact, that the destruction bad been committed by
the Chinese themselves. Not findingany rebels there,
we proceeded on (in nur Chinese boat) to some junks
laving off the hill which overlooks the city, but found
cnly two or threo men in charge, who directed us on
shore. We were just eloving ofl, when, perceiving
sthy steamer following, we remained alongside until she

the captain that if ho continued to follow so closely af-
ter the boat it would endanger their lives.  While thiy
was going on, tho fort fired upon us, and in a short
Jgme & was nothing but firing all around. Soveral
jarze shot falling about the steamer, matters thus as-
sumed an unpleasant appearance.  Sir George thought
it best to send a letter on store b ¥ & junk's boat ; but
while writing it tbe Taoutac’s flect, headed by a Chi-
nese Admiral in a lorcha, hove in sight, and as soon as
they neared the stockades oponed fire, and in less than
half an honr the whole twenty-seven vessels wero en-
gaged with the batterics on the south side of tho river,
iaking it appear to}the rebels that Iler Majesty's
stcamer Liad actually fed in the Taoutao’s ficet, in facts,
the latter thought we bad come up for that purpose,
ara took advantage ofif. I1ad it not been that the shot
rom the rebels were falling thick and fast around the
Iermes it would have been al interesting sight to bave
remained and witnessed it.  Wishing to avoid any one
being posted, tho stcamer movedtonwards, and while
passing the junks guarding the grand canal, we recei.
ved a small volley, some of the stots struck the hull,
and X once saw Sic George dodging 1o the Jeeward side
af the maiomast to aveid the balls which wero whist
ling over our heads. One junk withone gun-(a 12
pounder,) and worked by threo men, very coolly follow-
¢d ug, discharging round and grape as fast as be could
load.

At daylight, 27th, procceded onwards, and all the
way from this to Nankin the river was strewn with
spars floating down the streun.  Attena.m. in sight
of the city. Qn our approach to the town batleries
tha rebels opencd fire upon us, and soon wo had sexe-
ral shot falling about the steamer, but so soon as our
messengers (the two men brought up) reached tho
shore the firing ceased simultancously, and you conid
seo along tle stockndes soldicrs waving their hands tp
desist.  ‘The steamer ancbored, and shortly aftor’ wo
were visited by romo petty officors, who on being al-
lowed on boatd the ships wero much pleased and de.
lighted to find that we had not como to fight, and had
long hair like themselves. One youngster in the exu-
berauce of his delight, took off Sir George's hat to look
at bis hair, and on replacing it nearly forced it over his
cyes. It was a mast ludicrous sceno, Lis Excellopey
enjoving it much, and taking it all 2n good patt. Fjng-
ing the people o friendly, I'jumped. into ono of thoir
boats and was the first in the rcbel camp. They be-
Eaved very kindly to me, and on my refusing to slow
one of the inferiors to look through my spy-glass, he
attempted to do 60 by force, when one of the petty
chicfa pushed him with some force, and, fearing a
quarrel might ensue, I took shelter in the commander
of the fort’s tent, who called.me brother, and shortly
after he and I were walking arm and arm together
down to the.beach. Now, I think this arpues well for
the friendly dispositions of tho rebsls towards foreigners,
when you consider this took place two hours aftar ha.
ving fired upon us. Meadows went on shore, and bajla
long interview with the Secretary of State and Prince
of the North, who, on his approach, demanded of bim
to go on his knees when coming into bis presence ; but
Meadows peremptorily refused ta do so, explaining to
them it was not the custom of Englishmen. They did
not insist upon it, aud soon became very fricndly.—
Amongst otber questions, they asked him to rapeat the
Ten Commandments, which pleased them much. Ile
left them on good terms, the Seerctary of State pro-
mising to como to the stcamer the next day. Intbe
meantime the decks of the Hermes were crowded with
visitors, and having to shift our berth further up, the
rebels fell into-the capstan, and assisted to weigh the
anchor. I believe, at the interview with the head
men, they wero quile satisfied that the steamerhad no-
thing to do with the Chisg-Keang affuir. At sunset
the decks were cleared, and thus ended the first inter-
view with the subjects of Tae-ping-Wang.

2Sth.—Hundreds of the rebels visiting the steamer,
in fact, a constant stream of Loals flying between 1hbe
ship and the shore. At noen was visited by the Secre~
tary of State in kis boat, preceded by asmaller one, ha-
ving six musicians in ber, who played in the true China
spirit. It was this day arranged, that Sir George
and suite should land the following day at ten, to meet
tho chiefs. A request was made that the streets should
be cleared of followers.

When a boats junk, or raft gets adrif-
from the rebel sido of the river they do not attempt to
bring it back, but to prevent it froin getting into the
hands of the imperialists they setfire to all.

It was dark night,
and this with several junks on fire, gave a grand and
awful cffect to surrounding objects.

29th.—Every one on tbe tiptoc of expectation of get
tinz on shoro to sec the wonders of our Christian bro-
thers'camp ; but great was the displeasure  manilested
by all when they learnt Sir Georgs had discovercd that
bis going to visit the cbiefs would be violating the ex.
isting treaty with China, and coneequently he could
not goofficially. Iiowever, our brotherson shore were
in earnest, for, true to their time, at ten could be scen
the Sceretary of State hurrying down to the landing
place with a numerous and orderly retinue well provs-
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ded with horses and chairsifor i Exccllency and site.
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
