ELECTION OF REPRESENTATIVE
ELDERS." '

This is a very important duty which
Sessions have to perform. There ought
not to he a single congregation on the Roll of
Synod without a Representative Elder, and
Sessions ought to be guided in their election
by the probability of the Elder elected
giving atlendance at meetings of Presby-
tery and Synod. The following is the

Art. XVIII, Synod 1845 :—

“Whereas many of the Kirk Sessions con-\
nected with the Synod are very neglectful of i
their duty in returning Representative Elders
to the Church Courts, the Synod enjoin Ses-

tent means to secure & compliance with this
injunction on the part of Sessions:—And the
Synod further enact, that all Representative
Elders shall be elected within two months after
the Annual Meeting of Synod, to attend the
mectings of the Presbytery of the bounds, and
the ensuing Annual Meeting of the Synod ;
that, in case of death or demission, & new elec-
tion shall be made within one month of the
same ; and that the extract minutes of such
clections, duly certified, shall be laid on the ta-
bles of Presbyterieg at their first ordinary meet-
ing after such elections shall have taken plaee.”
