In ouder to extend the
knowledge of the principles at stake, as widely as possible,
and thereby in the opinion of the Committee, most etfectu-
ally promote the cause of the Free Church, it has been
resolved to publish a Series of Tracts, explanatory of the
nature and bearings of the late controversy. and of the pre-
sent state and futare prospects of the Free Protesting
Church. The Committee wouid cainestly recormmend the
fiiends of the Free Ciurch throuzlwut the Province, in
their various localities, to form themselves into similar as- |
sociations for the same purpose, and to open a corres-!
pondence with the Committee in Montreal. To each of |
these associations we shall transmit copies of the several
Tracts as they appear. with the view of their being re-
printed in various sections of the country ; or it found more
convenient for the different Associations, we would receive
orders for any number of the tracts which might be re-
quired, and exccate them at the lowest cost price with
charges.

_ciples, have suffered of late years so much obloquy and
persecation, and to whose active exertions in days gone
past, we are indebted for so many of our present religious
privileges.
