TRE VESBEL UNINJURED—PASSENGER§ LANDED
SAFELY AT HALIFAX,

Havnirax, N.S, June 16.—Between 8 aud
9 o'clock last night news spread through the
city that a largoe steamer had gone ashore at
the mouth of the barbor and soon it became
know that the Allan steamship ¢ Canadian,”
Captain  Menzles, from Glasgow and
Liverpool, G. B, had struck on
Thruomp OCap shoals, between Meagher's
Beach and Devll’s Island Lights.. Prepara-
tions were at once mnade on the Gevernment
‘steamer #Newf{ield” and sevaral steam tugs to
proceed to the scene, and about hali-past ten
o'clock one of the latter got off with instruc-
tions from Cunard & Co. to Capt. Menzles.
A thick fog gettled over the water made great
caution necessary, bet stortly after midnight
before much time had been epent in the search
the stranded steamer’s whistle was beard in the
distance.and a-tog was goon at her side. She
was found lying quletly on a shoal witha
slight list to poit, but without any motion.
to speak of. She had struck ot halfpeet six
when the tide was high and was well ap on
thore. The cuptain, on being questioned, said
he took his pilot on board at four thirty in the
aftercoon off Sambro Head. The fog was then
veory thick, and the ship was kept going very
slowly. At 6.30 when running to eastwsard,
off Fitch Buoy, but keeping, they thought,
woll clear of Thrump Cap, she struck the
rocks and rebounded. The englnes were
qulckly revereed, but a few wminutes after she
went on agailo, came off, and then struck a
third 4ime sud remained fast, Iying with her
head to tho east. There were fow passengerd

witbin the region of practical politics. In
ueing tho pbrase«land for the people,” Parnell
never intended to convey adhesion to natiou-
aljzition, but meant if Irish tenants were con-
verted luto occupying owners, the land wotld
be leld in such a way and cultivat
od In esoch m  manner as to be of
the most ndvantage to the whole pec-
ple. It would not e easier aud perlaps not
a8 e1fy to obtsin land from the landlords
for one hundred and forty million pounds
compensution under the system of nationsl-
ization a8 uader the system proposed by the
Land Lengue. 'The aunual payment by the
tenant would be larger under the nationaliza-
tiou than under *he Lend League plan, as
the tenants under the former would have to
pay taxes in addition to annual instalments,
'Thero 13 no hope whatever that thig, or any
Government likely to be {n onr time will
advance money for the natlonalization
gcheme, Parpell intends to.adhere to tho
original Land Lesgue programme, apd Le-
lleves Davitt wiil follow the samo ooutse
when convioced of the impractloability of bis
scheme.
