Dusuiy, Aprll 8.—The Court House was
bucleged thia morning by crowds cnger to
geln admiecion, The aunthorities only ad-
mittted jurors, fifty reporters and a fow othoers,
After Judge O'Brien took his reat, the swear-
fng in of tto Grand Jary was proceeded with.
She prisousr Brady, Kolly, Delaney, Oafirey,
Curley and Fitzharr(s arrived under tho oscort
of a whole troop of dragoons.

Judge O'8riep, addressing tho speclal jurors,
stated trat tho Crown would aliego that
Cuvendish's murder was no part of the crime
a8 concoottd, but he was the victim to his
presence in the park with Barke.
