Doeoiy, Jan. 31.—Owing to the depracia-
tion of landed proparty a scheme is in pre-
paration for the relisf ot the owners, It Is
proposed to eatablish a land bank, with Gov-
ernment guarantee, which wi{l bs empowered
to lend money to landlorde to pay off encum-
brances created before the Land Aot ot 1881,
snd aleo to lend money to tenauts for the
sucpase of purchasing boldings.

Duspm, Feb, 3,—A meating of Nationsl-
iats war held at Eallymote, county Bligo, to-
day, and was attended by & party of Orange
men. A riot ccourred, in wkich three Na-
tionalists were wounded by enots. The mob
then atitacked the Orangemen and wonnded
two of them. ‘Che pollce purrousded the
houses of ths Omsngemen to prevent the mob
wrecking the buililogs. Beveral other Na-
tonalist meetings wers baold in the eouth of
Ireland.

ANOTHER RAILWAY HORROR.

A TBAIN BREAKS THROUGH A DRIDGH AND I3
BURNED—@IX KILLRD AND NINE WOUNDED —
DEFEGTIVE CONSTRUOTION TRX OAU3R OF TER
ACCIDENT.

INpDiaNAPOLIS, Jan, B1.—The south bound
nccommodation traln on the Indlanapolis &
Ohlcago Afr Line this mornlng met witha
turrtble nocldent when eeven mliles from the
oity. At Broad Ripple the raflwuy crosses
the White River ou a trues bridge of two
apaus, each 150 fest In length, The suglnesr
had fone ko the baggage oar for a drink of
water and the locomotive was in charge of
the fireman, When the locomotlve reached
the centrs of the bridge the fireman telt the
structure alnking, He bad his hend
on the throttle, wblch he opened,
giving the locomotive all avasilable
steam. The eoglne sprang  forward
with great force, breaking the couplings be-
tween the tender and bsggage car. The lo-
comotive kapt the truck, but the baggage and
emoking cir8 and anotasr cosoh dropped
through ard piled up in one wmass at the foot
of the pler. The smokinyg car was partially
tsleacoped on the bag sge oar, The wreck
was partially submerged, and the portion
above the water tock fire from the stoves,
'T'he firemnan states that when he Inoked back
after the locomotive resched the eouth end of
the bridge the oars were on fire, the smoke
obscuring the scene. Nuws of the wreck
reached here, and asslstauce wasg at onca sent
out. On reaching the wreck a chsotic acene
presented iteelf, tho bridga snd cars yet barn-
ing. Thoss present were onsble to extin.
gulsh the fiames or reiinve the sufferers.
The cfliclals finaily extingulshed the flames,
vod a search for the bodies began, Bix per
sons were vithr ¥ killed outeight or burned ta
death, the bodles belvy charred simo-t bhe-
yord recognition and horribly matllated, the
ouly meaus of fdentificarion being soch in-
comhnetible trluketn @ were kuown to be
tha properiy of the dead men.

the provirco of Bt. Louls (coadjator to the
aged Archblshop Kend.lck) by Pope Leo.
Tho blehope who will bo under hls jurisdio~
diction are those of Kansaa Olty, Mo.; Omaha,
Nab; Dabuqae, Iowa; Leavenworth, Ken.,
sod Daveoport, Iowa. Biskop Ryan will not

To a represeniative of the New Yurk Harald
who crossed the Atlantic with him the
Bisnop sald that he had feate 1sat & degpateh
relating to ono of hia sermons, wilch way gen
to the papsr from Dubiln on the 6ih
instant, might wmislead some people In
tie Uonltod States. Ho stated positivelv that
not one word of Irlsh or Irfsh-Amorican
politice was spoken ot the Roman
mouting of the Amerfoan prelates, What
the biehop eald 1o his Duabliu sermon, to
