A correspondent of yours, whose letter you
nublished lately, wants to know lLow it is
that Major Kirwan, who wrote so strongly
in favor of the Conservatives In 1883, ia' cow
writing so stroogly in favor of the Liberals
fo 1886. Well, 1 will tell you how I would
answar such a guestion, In1883 Sir J, A. Mac-
Qnnald promised great thinzs to the Irish. He
would give them two prominent countrymen
of theirs ‘n his Cabinet.

(en declaration dz paternité), the numed Peter
Liynch wag exlled as & witacess snd produced
ut Kaguete, the 22:d November last, 18506, @
reccipt dated dth May, 1886. This receipt is
signad “ Dame Joha Colson Zélie Mercier,”
and is for o sum of 3123 in faver of I'cter
Liyoch. This receipt purports to be a settle-
ment to date of w1l claims and demand
which migzht be due hiv, the said Zilie
Mercier. by the said Peter Lynch, 'y reason
of the fact that he, the z:i P'ater Lynch, is
the father of the chitil t» which thecom-
plaineat gave birtn,  As soun as thia receipt
was feled in the Supetior Coury, Zlie Mercier
came before the Police Mayistrate anil yree-
forred her eompliint wg.inst the raid DPeter
Lynch, wscusiny kim of huving forged her
signature on swid raceipt,

In suppors of hoer complaint the seid com-
rlhinant made ker deposition, in which she
utlirms that the asjguature 7-lie Mercier, on
the said receipt, is o forged signature ; that
she never did sige the seme, anl, magreover,
that she never did rcesive frem the said
IPeler Lynch the sum of one hundred and
twenty-five dollars mentioned or suid receipt.
Accarding 2 luw, to cstablich 2 case of
forzery the r.ccusatien must be supported and
ecrroborated by another witazas than the
complainant, Wwhen the comylainant is inter-
esled in maintainiog the nccusation, that is
to have the document fyled declared null, as
in the present case. The complainant pro-
duces one witness to corrolorate her state-
ment. I caused her to reappear baforo me
and had her &worn to aszertuin from her if
any witness could be found to suppott her
atatewnent-  She declared she could nat.
As I might have reason “to suspect that
a sottlement could be made of the canme,

which is one of félony and which
I ocannot &and would not in any
case allow, I callad, myself, other

witnesaes to smecure if .poesible the cor-
roboration of the complaint. I have ex-
amined the witness Pairier, o relative of
the complainant, and thia witness,, instead of
corroborating the complaint, positively con-
tradicts it, declaring that he knows well the
signature of the complainant and believes the
signature in question to be perfectiy genuine.
I also examined cne Gravel, another relasive
of the complaiuant, to whom she declared in
June Iaat, notwithstanding her formal denial
of the fact that she had received one hundred
and twonty-hive dollars from the accused Peter
Lynch, I farther called t#0 bank employés
gkilled in the examinatien of signatuves, and
both testified after examination with the
naked eye, o striking rosemblance with cer-
tain letters of the signaturc impugned com-
pared with thosoe aflixed to certain letters
known to the complainant, and neither of thom
could state that the signaiure in question
was forged. I then took upon myself to
summen Dr. Baker Edwards, an cfficial
analyst ot the Government, who, aftor s
careful microscopical anslysie, after comparing
said signature on said receipt with. five other
signatures of the complainant, he arrived at
the conclusion, as he statea under oath, that
the signaturo on thie receipt is genuine, and
js that of Zélie Mercier, from which I con-
clude that 1 have but one duty to perform—
that is, to declare that the complaint is not
supported and must be dismissed and Peter
Lynch dizcharged.

nions and labors to his brethran in Lonvuin,
he, together with Ferfessius O'Conry, Pelerin
0'Clery and Pelerin O’ Dubgenman, cemposed
the *“ Anmnals of Donegal.” Putrick Fleming,
a soion of the mnoble family of Slane,
visited France, ltaly and Germany, and
rifled their iibraries of all the knowledgo
relating to Ireland. His zeal waa unflag-
ging. Now wo find him in the cell in which
St. Malachy dled at Clairvaux ; now we find
him in the monsatery of Ratisbonne; wnd
sgufn, we find him at Harfleur, or at St,
Peter’s Convent at Regenshurg. Beeides the
valuable information, baoks and manuecripta
which he sent to Father Ward, ho wrote the
lives, from original sources, of scveral Irish
saints, From his fortile pen we have the
viLife of St. Compgall, fonnder of the
great monastery of Bangor; the <Life
of St. Columbanus;” the ‘‘Life of St
Molna,” patron of Killaloe, and foun.
der of Qlonfort-Mulloe, in the Quecen’s
County, “The Worke of St. Columban,”
by Fleming, bad the honar to e reprinted in
thoe ¢ Bibliotheon maxima Patrum,” and in
the ¢ Patrologis de Migne.,” Hia ¢ Life of
8t. Mochvenog'’ was inserted in the greaf
work of the Bolandists. The indefatigable
John Colgen arose with the might of a giant
to defend Ireland's claim to her sninta To
bia caro in transciibing from original docu.-
ments, and his zeal in visiting libraries,
several distinguished Jesnit profemsora
of Touvain besr honovable Gtestimony,
In his time Belgium was rich in grand lib-
raries, At Tournay and Brussels wore found
many rare and precious volumes, But it waas
in the library of Louvain, then one of the
moet beautiful libraries in Europe, he passed

the most of thesc leiaure hours which he

could sparo from his professional chair of St
Anthony’s Convent. To him we are indobted
for the lives of St. Patrick, St. Columba and
St, Brigid.

All the Irish talent on the Conticent was
engoged in building up and glorifying the
lives of the ancient monks of Erin. Some of
the most distinguished schalars in Burope
spent their lcisure hours, or spure moments,
in casting new light upon the Christian heroes
of Irish history, in suatching from oblivion
tho fauding records of the eninted children of
the Apostle Patrick. Father Stephen White
wrote of Iroland’s saints in glowing luz-
guage on the backs of the Moselle.
lhomos Messingham put forth in Pecis
h_w **Gariand of Irieh Saints.” Henry Pitz-
simmone, Wwith a power and clesracts which
wero ell his own, vindicated Ircland’s tight
to the apostles of nuayly every country in
Enrope, David Roth, Bishep <f Kilkenny,
in the shndow of the church of St. Canice,
cellccted the proud details of muny o holy
life which were fugst sinking into chlivion.
