NATURAL GAS EXPLOSION.

TuTsuoie, Oct 19.~—The first serious natural
gas explosina in_this cily in two years occurred
a few misutes after 10 ¢’clock’ this marning,
the otel Albemarle and Bijou Theatre blocl,
on Sixth avenue, 'The explosion was attended
witu frightful injuries to o number of people,
and great destruction to some uf the finest pro-
perty in the city, For several days past work-
men, employed by the People’s Gas Compuny,
bave been repairing the pipe ruoning into the
thentre and hotel.  Tbe oder of escaping gas
waz noticed early this morning, but, for some
reason not yet explained, nothing was dons to
bave the gas turned off. About 10.156 6.m. there
were three terrific explosions simultaneously
in the cellars of D. T. Reeds, optician, the
Hotel Albemarle snd the Bijou theatre. The
concussion skook buildings for sev_eral squares
and broke every plate glass window in the block.
Almnost instansly flames shot up from various
gnrts of the block, but before they gained much

eadway they were-controlled by the prompt
work cf the department. A crowd quickly
gathered to view the ruina. The Hotel Albe-
warle, the Bijou theatra entrance, and the
shops which fronted on Sixth avenue between
the hotel entrance and Likrary hall were ter-
ribly shattered. An investigation showed that
eight persons had beea seriously hurt, two of
them fntally, and at least as many more were
slightly hurt, The names of the most seriously
injured are Jacob Dinger, gas employé, in-
ternnlly injured, legs and arms brokep, recovery
impoesible ; Thos, Scanlon, gas employd, badly
burned, will die.  Two colored men and & Ger-
man and Italian, whose names conld not be
learned, were Lerrib'y burned, but will probably
recover, Fireman Gus Dalhe was painfully eut
and bruised. A large number of others sustained
bruises and burne. The damage by the explo-
sion will reach $50,000. When the explosion
occurred the guests ip the Hotel Albemnarle be-
eame panic stricken and several were slightly
!ﬂiureg in making ‘their escape from the bujld-
ing. A mumber of persons who were confined
to their beds with typhoid fever were carried
from the hotel to places of safety. The exposure
mey seriously retard their recovery. Fifteen
persons in all were injured, five of them, it is
beliaved, fatally. .

RESQURCES OF IRELAND.

Abridged ll'l;'om ‘¢ DPublin Review."”

Ours is on old and sad lot. Land and labor
are the twe great elements of national wealth.
The iand we keep waste, aud the labor we no:
only give away for nothing, but go to the ex-
pense of secding it as far as ‘puossible from us
to the moat distent parts of the earth, Ilas it
ever occurred to you, gentle render, to consid.r
a3 a ¢old-blooded pulitical eenunmisg the value
in ready money of our losses in this way?

Man is the mnoss costly and valoabls article
that can be raised, snd the increase or decren @
of the numbers raised and Xept is the mast cer-
tain mark of national prosperity or decay. No
state can be more wretched than that of o
country which has 1ts supply of inod so nicely
adjusted to it that it must raise a certatnamount
of inhabitants up to the stage of adults or
laharers, and then must part with or give them
away for nothing, or send them away at great
expense for fear of their starvieg. Every adult
whom we send or force away, orstarve to death,
represents 2 loss to society compounded of the
value of the amount of **surplue produce,’’
clothes, food, fire, &c., ard time and labor ex-
pendel in rearing and edueating him, and of
the value hia labor would prave to snciety, were
it eo constituted as to be able to maintain and
employ him profitably. An guothor skilled in
these moatters says:— .

* The necessary maintenance of four children,
it is supposed, may be nearly equal to that of
one man, The labor of an able-bedied slave,
the rpams authoradds, is computed to be worth
doutie his maintenance ; and that of the mean-
est laborer, he thinks, cannot ke worth less than
that of an able-bodied slave.”—Wealth of Na-
tions, B. 1. C. 8.

The Anglo-Saxons, when they sold each other,
eeenced to have thought o slave equal in value
to four vxen, for the tolls in Lewes market were
io this proportien. The Americans (previous to
the grect Civd Wir). who were in the habit of
dealing in human ilesb, estimated every adult
arrising on their shoresas worth $1,000, ur £208
6s.

produce between the two _islands the s2me wort
of feeline which the Lazenian tribute of
well fed oxen formerly produced  be-
tween Leinster and Munster, There nre
two or three of the United States that produce
not for export but laborers, and i those States
had been by some violent or subtle process
forced to give them awsy for nothing, thcy
would have been long since ruined.  They ave
not in this condition ; they get inexchange: for
the human cattle they eend away their value in
money, or muney’s worth, which surves to re-
slenish the hmg with ths convenivaces snd
}uxnrien it requires, to work the mines, make
roads, canalg and harbors, promote manufac-
tures, and otherwise supply the wants of the
saciety, aod not permit it to be exhaunsted by
the coutinusl giving away of its most valuable
ond costly products without obtaining an
equivalent. lreland is the ** bresding state "of
the Brtish Union, but does not get tte money
price of exported latareis.

You were shocked, no donbt, at Switt's pro-
poaition, that our pnor should fatlen and eell
their “suip'us children” at a year old as ford
for the landlords and  “‘better classes,” on the
ground that it would not pay to rear them to
the age ¢ f fourteen or filteen, and sl thewm to
the Plantatioss, as their food and “cags” inthe
meantime wou!d cost more thanjthey would sell
for. Tha [o)ly of 1eariog them and giving them
nway never occurred to him, As an Eeonomist,
he wss quits right. It would be better for the
people, 80 far a8 national cconomical interests
arc concerned, not to have any childien, or to
pay their rent with them as the Dean suggests,
than to rear them and give them away to Iing-
land avd America.

It is not so Jong since we have had any desl
ings o8 buyers of human flesh that thiy view is
apt to shock and startle us. While we were
manazing our own affairs we were 1mporting
laborers from England ; since Lngland bhas had
the trouble of mansging our affairs for us we
bave been exporting laborers to England. In
ghert, the balance of trade hay turned against
us. Ours was the dearest labor market in
western Murope ; now it is the cheapest. Adam
Smith showa that the colonies of Greece pros-
pered in Italy, France, Sicily, Asin Minor,
merely by having plenty of good land and
liberty to cultivate it for their own bene-
fit. The colonies of Carthage wero also very
prosperous, apd for the same reason. No dis-
passionate man, on calmly weighing the evi-
dence, can have a donbt thas the Milesian
colony here was of Carthagenian origin. That
the Carthagenians were pre-eminent in agricul-
tare is proved by the fact of the Roman Senate
translating and publishing, for the use of the
people, twenty-eight books presented by them
on thataubjech. ‘Their great attention to mines
and fisheries is matter of historjcal notoriety.
From the earliest period of our annals, since
the landing of the Milesians, we appear to bave
paid great attention to the cultivation of our
1ands, working of our mines and fisheries, our
rivers nnd seas, and to have had o large foreign
trade, and from the beginning of the Chriatian
era to have had large importations of slaves,
which las$ circumstance shows thab this was
then the most thriving state on the weatern
coast of Eurape, inagmuch as it was the dearcst
market for labor ; for slaves, like other mticles
of commeorce, were then, a8 now, *“bought in
the chcapest and sold in the dearcst market,

Dr, Smith, the health officer, in
reply {o an epquiry a8 to whether the steamer
Britannin was sent” to the lower bay and if the
sickness on beard was cholera, answered as fol-
lowa :—The cases of sickness that have oceurred
on the Britannia have led to her detention for
observation, I sens her to the lower bay for
better isolation from peraons who wished to
cominunicate with friends on board.

wages, it I8 apparent that there mast resuls
therefrom a marked distivetion in the charactor
that in formed under the two systems, Mor
worle that affords pleasurable exercisg to the
faculties in its performdnce tends naturally

to contentment, the very nature of the
work  is  protitable  in its menfal  und
moral  effects, and  this  constitntes ne

small part of the reward-—perbaps the greater
part.  But worle thet is mere drudgeeey, wnun
cnciing grind of toil i which mind snd by
ave autmaatically engagred, is naturally proadue-
tive of disgontent, for there i no interest in it
but the wige, and where meney i3 the sole
object of labor—notwithstandiog itd represen-
tive value as o conunodity of exchange—there
can be no contentment ;3 and this prevalent
sprett of aliscontent may ba said to be largely
due o thut aystem of Iabor which the ma-
chine has engendered.—Seribner’s Magacine for
August.
