Created for an CUnlawfal Objeet, It Has No
Legal Status.

New Yonk,November § —The sudden drep
io sugar trust atock on Wall atreet yesterday
morning, was due to oae of those myaterlons
premotione that eo frequently affeot the guo-
tatlons ot the Steck exchangu just befohe an
important decislon is rendered by the courte.
The Genersl term ot the Supreme cuurt
tanded duwn & declslen in the case of the
People agaipst the North River Sugar Refin-
ing company siisoting the valldity of the
sugar trust. The North River company bad
been dissolved by Judge Barett on the apph-
cation of the Attorney General, oo the
ground that the Sugar Refinerles company,
or Sugar [rust, asit v more properly known,
was an uplawfol cembinaticn, A receiver
wat placed io charge of the company's busi
nesy and sults were beyun agaiast the cther
members of the truat, An appeal war
taken from Judge Haruett’s deciaton, aud
pending the result no proceedlogs were press:
ed for the diroclution of the otber companies
invoived,

Tho bopes of the tronst wers rathlessly
shatiered by the action of the Cirnersl term,
which eustains the judgment of the lower
court. The opinlon la written by Jadg.
Danialr, who saya :—

“A jury certeinly would be fully juatifisd in
ounoiuding froin the agreement and the other
facta iu evidence in the case that the governiug
objcet of the association wae to promote ita in-
terests and advance the proeperity of its associ-
ates by limiting the supply when that could
properly be d.ne, and udvanciog the prices of
the products produced by the companies. To
conclude otherwive would te to violate all the
observations and experiences of practical life
Thia ie a controlling featurs in this comtroversy.
And thatit wasintended te be securzed by the
organization provided for, and which actually
took place, isreascnably free from doubb, And
where that appears to be bhe fact the agree-
ment, asssociation, combinatian or arraogement,
or whabever ¢lseit may be called, baving for its
objects the temoval of competition and the ad-
vancement Of prices of necessaries of life, iy
subject to the coudemnatior ot the law, by
which it is denounced ae s criminal enterprise.

The law at this time, ag it has for many

enrs in this state, has made it & nuisdemeanor
or two or more peraons bo copsplre to commit
any ace injurions to the public health, to publio
worals or 80 trade or ccmmerce, or for the per-
veraion or obstruction of justice orof the due ad-
ministration of the law.” And combipations
and associntions of this form have been held in
thla and other states to violate there provieions
of the etatute ac far as they prohibit acts in-
jurious to trade or commerge,

Declefons from mony States cn the illogsl-
ity of trusts are quoted, and then Judg:
Dantols sayn:

As ihe facts bave been developed the assotin
or combination intc whish the defeadant basin
this maunner entered was created for an unlaw-
ful object. Aud it bas, by makiog itself a party
to thab association, renounced and ahandoned
its own duties fcr the transaction and manage.
meut of its businesr, and placed its interests and
aflsirs under dhe dictation and controlof a board
which legally bave no power over it and ren-
dered iteelf liable to the judgment which has
been recovered in this action.

And the poseibilities that other buriness en-
erprizes in the aame pursuit may be seb on foot
to counteract bhe effzct of this eombination will
not relieve the defendant from thia resuls.
Tkat, in view of 1he largs capital and ¢xtended
gombination already Bsecured, 18 & very remote
probability.  For other  manufactarers
brought 1n gompatition with $his onmbinasion
oould easily be driven from the field of trade
by it and its paramount control svill maintained
and perpetuated. And the probability thatits
power would be nsed in this manner is 8o de-
cidedly fortiflad by experience that capital
wonld be reluctantly placed at the risk by other
persons with so formidable a competitor to be
encountered.

Judge Danicla fiade that the utility of the
North River oompany as s msnufacturing
competitor has been terminated by the power
of the trust. Fraochises are glven with the
oondition that they shall be used for the
benefit of the public, and whei thay are sub-
vertad thoy may be annnlled.
