versation, etc. The weather with us
gince Jan 1st, to date-hus Leen win-
' ter i the most arctic sense. A witty
jpndividual once gaid about Newfound-
land: “The climate is all right only
for the weather.” well, Newfound-
Jand winters get their sharpness from '
the same source that our summers
get their salubrity, from the fact
that our Island is exposed to the full
prunt of the Atlantic gales. Our
frost is never so intense as you have

jt in Canada, not by perhaps 20 “de- \

grees. Instance the St. Lawrence be-
ing frozen, solidly, whilst our bays
and harbors are open to navigation.

This season’s frost was far more
jntense than can be remoembered for
half o century. It intensified the "La
Grippe’”  epidemie, from which
people are now slowly
The cold was most severe from Feb.
1st to the 20th. Such o spurt of !
frost at that season is known in this
country as a “Candlemas Snap.”’
Since March 1st, the -weather has
been mild. “‘March comes in like
lamb, goes out like alion,” is another
of our proverbs. The last few days
have been bright, with high cold
svinds (Northerly), and the weather
wise say we may have a ‘''mtrick’s
RBrush,” that is o snowstorm or two,
to wind up the month. Anyhow,
hard weather from January to March
is regarded as o good sign of an
early summer with us, for as the peo-
ple say: “If you don't get hard
weather then, youll get it later.”
Sports and industries have benefitied
by the frost. Our numecrous sc-arms,
stretching in from the bays, are still
spanned with glassy ice, and skaters
are taking advantage thereof. The
St. Jobn's rinks are in full swing.
Outport folk have the great rinks of
nature.

The snow and frost, +with hard
bright wenther, are also favorable to
the working man. He is enabled to
slide his timber out of the woods,for

house building, boat building, flake
stuff, fencing and fire wood. Our
people build their own boats and

houses, generally in the fall and win-
ter. The summer (May to October) is
given over to the great business ol
the country, the Cod fishery.

Amongst the drawbacks of this col-
ony, the chief is the lack of some
productive industry 10 supplement the
fishing, and employ the people in the
dull seuson. This want is most not-
jceable in the outport settlements. A
few weeks ago some leading men in
Bay of Islands set on foot a move-
ment to introduce weaving in that
district. Wool factories should suc-
ceed in Newfoundland, owing to its
being a splendid sheep raising coun-
try. Let us hope that some such fac-
tories will soon be in operation in
our leading outports.

Amongst the hopeful signs of the
future of our people, one is that our
young men are beginning to settle
and build homes and clear land in
their own harbors. Our great popu-
lar trouble has ever been the want of
belief, in what all the world now re-
cognizes, viz.: — The boundless re-
sources of Newioundland. That an-
cient prejudice has robbed Newfound-
land of the Hower of her people and
sent them all over America. I should
rather say the lack of enterprise and
development which such false notions
produced has depleted our nopula-
tion.

The winter herring fishery at Plac-
entin Bay has been o success. Rev.
V. I. Reardon the popular and
complished pastor of Placentia, held
a bazapar after Nmas, and realized a
good sum. Many of his pavishioners,
were engaged in the herring fishery,
and their success put a good deal of
Uncle Sam’s “*Yellow Boys” in circu-
lation. TFather Reardon is now busy
preparing his church in Placentia for
the celebration of St. Patrick’s Day.
He has invited Rov. Ii. P. Roche, one
of our young priests, and a very able
preacher to deliver the paneéyric on
the great Apostlie. The day will also
be nmiarked by a public parade of the
Star of the Sea Society, started ab-
out 22 years ago and having a mem-
bership of 150 stalwart men, planters
and fishermen.
