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LAST SAD RITES.

The Body of Ex-Premier Thomp-
son lnterred on Thursdaf.

Innposing State Funeral Procession From
St. Mary’'s ¢ athedral to Holy CIross
Cemetery — Sermon by Archbishop
O’Brien—Halifux Draped ia Black.

Halifax, Jan. 3.— The remains of the
late Sir Johu Thompson were enterred
in the Holy Cross cemetery this after-
noon, and the lust of a series of great
honorg to a Canadian statesman wus
carried out with all -the pomp and
splendour attending a state funeral. No
place in Canada has better facilities for
a ceremony of that kind, and the service
in 8i. Mary’s cal.edral and the succeed
ing funeral procession were such as to
leave a lasting impression of the
thousands of those who took part in and
witnessed the fureral. Tie honors paid
to the deceased premier afier his tragic
death in Windsor Castie, where he had
just received tl e greatest gift available
for a Canadiun, at the hands of Her
Majesty Queen Victoria, awakened the
interest and sympathy of the Canadian
peopl . Hardly more coull have bee:
done for a member of the Royal family.
The touching scenes at Wiundsor Custle,
and subsequeatly 1 London, and again
at Portsmouth, when H. M. 8. Blenleln
departed with the remaing for Halilax
were repeated when the funeral skip
arrived in port New Year's day, and
again to-day whenthe last respects were
paid. Everything possible wus done 1o
evidence the griet of the country at large
at the loss of its first statesman and
citizen.

In direct contrast to the drenching
wel weather of Tuesday, when the
ceremony of receiving the body from
the B.enhelm was carried out with I'tn-
periul military honors, to-day was tine
and moderately cotl. The incoming
traius this morning brought great crowds
of people from all over Nova Scotia, ana
the outside proceedings of the day were
witnessed by many thousands. ‘Tie
attendance at the funeral service way
necesgatlly restricied to people of otfici.l
positions. Atter lyiug i state all day
yesterday the remains were removed at
seven o'vlock this morning to tie cata-
falque in St. Mury’s catbedral, Lany
Thompson and family and David P.t-
tinger, having tuken a furewell Jouk at
the remaius late last night, There was
a distinguished gathering present, iu-
cluding Lady Thompson and fanily.and

nion. From across the ovean an echo of
the empire’'s wail has reached our
ghores. From far and near have cone
unmistakable evisence of regret. No
outward mark of respect to the memory
of the departed has Leeh omitted. From:
our gracious Sovereign down to the
lowliest citizen, from persongl friends
and political “opponents ao abundance
of sucl: tokens has heen given. The

representative of our Queen and the
civil power of our countiy are here to
give all pomp and circumstance to his
funeral, tut man dies not with deatl.
In the midstof our i ourning the solerun
rites of religio, tinzed though they te
with human sddness, yet have an un-
dertoune of consolation, of fope, aye, of
trinmph. The pleading tones of the
“Diesirue” are not the waillings of
despuir; they are rather the expressions
of confidence in an infinite mercy. And
finally, before the remains are curried
forth, excultant words, which contsin a
prom’ss and an assurance of victory over
the grave are intoned. “I am the resur-
revtion and the life.  He that Lelieveth
in Me, although he be dead. shall live
and everyone that hveth and believet,
in Me shall not die forever,”—Joln X1
25 and 26, Our sorrow then is not us
that of tl:ose who mourn without hope,
tor we know that our irieuds thoush
dead to the world, live before Go.’, and
although their todies may be le®t tc
moulder in the tomb, we ever lear the
consoling words of our Saviour spoken
near the little towe of Bethauy, “Thy
arother ghinll ris again,”

HIS LAST SPLECH.
The following is a full report of tle

at the Colonial Institute, Londonon
Tuesday evening—the evening before he
died.

“[ wish the strength at my disposal
this evening woukl enahle me to express
all 1 teel in sympathy with the Colonial
Institute and my appreciation of tie
paper we have just heard. The Ottawa
Conference had for its primary and
rignificant feature the appreciation of
the whole people of the Dominion. Tt
wa8 impussible to tave exceeded the
enthusiasm felt with the objects of that
conference, even in the wmost ren.ote
parts of thiat country. A good deal has
been suid about meetings of that kind
being characterized by a digplay of
sentiment and sentimentality.  For my
part [ took upon it a8 one ot the yureas
achievewments of the counference, one of
the great justitications for the conference,
that the seutiment ot the people of
Canada re:ponded inst n tively at the
first mentio of tie preparations for that
agsembly,  (Cheers.)  Nothing  could
have exceeded the enthusinam  arconsed
apon the arrival of our fetlow-enlonists
and ii.e Eurl ot Jersey as representing
Her Majesty’s Government. [t was felt
by our people that in Australia, New
Zealand and in Cape Cotony mithons of
our fellow-colonists were aginterested as
we were in the develo xment o the
empice and ti-e mutual trade of the co-
lonies with earh other, which develope-
ment has been all these years without
the slightest touch of, or approach to,
kinship. And it was felt that the mo-
ment bad arrived, the op, ortunity bad
coms to reverse that state of trivgs and
shew the world we were a united people.
(Cheers.) One ot thegreat objects of the
conferen.ce, apart irom questions ot trade
and trade arrangements, was to avail
oursrlves of the oppurtunities presented
by rapid communteation, and to lessen
the dis'ance and time separating us
trom eachiother. Already, as you know,
tenders have beeun cailed for bythe
Canadian Government for laying the
Pacific cable; and it 18 a gratitying fast
toat tiiese tenders place the cost of the
work within $1,000,000 less than any
estimate, previously formed. One can
judge by thatfuct of the pussibhlities of
<004 rssults attending the conference.
fhe carrving out of the undertaking
wust in a_great part depend upon the
action of Her Ma.esty’s Governtnent, as
the project is tos great fur any one colony
o majerrially aid it. But when I men-
tion the fact that Canada stands realy
tosuppors it by a liberul subsidy and
vhat 1 velieve the Ausiralian colonies
stand in the same position, and seeing
ulso that the cost hLas been already
