Report of meeting held the 22nd of September

- Present: Ald. N, Lapointe, chairman, Roy, David, L'Es-
pérance, Guay, L. A. Lapointe and Lariviére.

1.—Submitted and read an opinion from the Law De-
partment, dated the 18th of July, anent the rights con-
ferred upon the City, by Statute 55-56 Vict, chap. 76, to
acquire the machines, properties and material belonging
to the Montreal Water & Power Company.

And a debate arising as to the advisibility of purchasing
all the material belonging to said Company,

Ald. Guay moved, and it was

Resolved: To ask the City attorneys for a reply to the
following questions:

1. In case the machines, etc., belonging to the Montreal
Water & Power Co., and used by said Company to supply
water to a municipality annexed to the City of Montreal,
and if they were to be used for the purpose of supply-
ing water to other municipalities outside of the City,
could the City, in virtue of the law, purchase these ma-
chines and assume the obligations of said Company?

2. What would be the mode of proceeding so as to pur-
chase the whole material of the Company; what amend-
ments should be adopted concerning the necessary loan
to that effect?

3. What would be the procedure to be followed in order
to give effect to the act 55-56 Victoria, chap. 76. Should
the City take the necessary steps before having obtained
the right to borrow the funds which it will require, to
pay the material, etc.,, of the Montreal Water & Power
Company ?
