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...the ultimate objective here is achieving an
enhanced arms limitation agreement. That
achievement can not be unilateral....The Geneva
talks are ongoing. New proposals have been made,
and no doubt will be made. I think the actions
of the Government of Canada should support that
far more desirable objective of an enhanced arms
control agreement.
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
