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which line denotes the termination of the boundary directed to 
Le run by the VIth Article of the Treaty of Ghent. 

And the said Commissioners do further decide and 
declare, that all the islands lying in the rivers lakes and water 
communications, between the beforj described boundary line 
and the adjacent shores of Tipper Canada do, and each of them 
does, belong to His Britannic Majesty, and that all the islands 
lying in the rivers, lakes, and water communications, between 
the said boundary line and the adjacent shores of the United 
States, or their territories, do, and each of them does, belong 
to the United States of _America, in conformity with the true 
intent of the IId Article of the said Treaty of 1783, and of 
the VIth Article of the Treaty of Ghent. 

In faith whereof, we, the Commissioners aforesaid, have 
signed this Declaration, and thereunto affixed our Seals.
