the ship, and not allow it to proceed to sea until the
certificate has been produced and delivered up to
him.”

“32. Every registrar and the chief officer of cus-
toms at every port shall keep a record of every
endorsement of a change of master made by him on
the certificate of registry of a ship, and shall specify in
