We have said,
certainly in principle, that we will consider
them, but there has been no discussion of the
over-all plan yet as far as we are concerned.

Mr. Marshall: But a far-reaching plan
could not be implemented or approved within
a month?

Mr. Marshall: I have one other question on
regional development incentive grants.
Mohawk Sports Equipment of Kitchener have
an offer from your department. I think it
works out to $365,000 on the basis of $1,450
per job and 15 per cent of the total cost of
$504,000. It appears that there is a breakdown
in the Board of Directors of this firm. There
have been delays from March to April to May
to June, and now it is postponed indefinitely.
Is there any cutoff date for a regional deve-
lopment incentives grant?
