Mr. Thomas Siddon (Richmond-South Delta): Madam
Speaker, I rise under the provisions of Standing Order 43 to
propose a motion of urgent importance, as it relates to the
keystone of opportunity for our young people. In view of the
government’s shameful decade of neglect toward scientific and
technological research, which has seen a continual erosion of
financial support for research laboratories and scientific train-
ing programs across Canada, and in light of the recent disgust-
ing flip-flop by cabinet, which effectively scuttles the five-year
plan of the National Sciences and Engineering Research
Council, I move, seconded by the hon. member for Scarbor-
ough East (Mr. Gilchrist):

That the government be required to reinstate immediately the NSERC
five-year plan, which had been approved by the former Clark government, and to
adopt corresponding long-term plans of funding for the medical and social
sciences so that our scientific researchers may develop, with some assurance,
their research interests here in Canada instead of packing up their bright ideas
and heading to the United States or elsewhere.
