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made a joint Statement of Intention to work to develop a
financing plan for the Alaskan segment with the object of com-
pleting construction by the end of 1985; Now, therefore, be it

Resolved by the Senate (the House of Representatives con-
curring) that it is the sense of Congress that the System
remains an essential part of securing this nation's energy
future and, as such, enjoys the highest level of Congressional
support for its expeditious construction and completion by the
end of 1985.

Dear Jimmy,

Two and a haîf years ago, representatives of our two govern-
ments signed the agreement on principles for a northern natu-
raI gas pipeline project. The pipeline offers substantial eco-
nomic advantages to both our countries and provides the
United States with access to Alaskan gas. The Canadian Gov-
ernment remains committed to the pipeline and I know from
statements you made when we Iast met March 3 1979 in
Washington, and since, that the United States Administration
remains determined that the project proceed as quîckly as pos-
sible.

The lack of progress on the financing of the Alaska portion
of the line is, however, a cause for concern. Failure to establish
a basis to assure the financeability of the Alaska portion will
lead to delays that could jeopardize the entire project.

For some time now efforts have been directed to beginning
construction of the pipeline in the south, rather than in Alaska
as was originally intended, the so-called "pre-build" concept.
Hearings are under way before the National Energy Board in
Canada and the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission in
the United States to authorize construction of these pre-built
sections to carry Alberta gas to United States markets prior to
the completion of the line and the arrivai of Alaska gas. Both
governments bave expressed support for the pre-build concept.
However, the Canadian Government cannot, under the North-
ern Pipeline Act, authorize the construction of any part of the
line, including pre-build, until it is assured that the entire line
wiIl be completed.

The Foothilîs Company, owner of the pipeline in Canada,
bas expressed, to our government and to yours, grave concern
about the delays and is reluctant to invest more money until
the uncertainties are resolved. Failure to resolve the Alaska
financing promptly could add more than a year's delay to the
construction of the pre-build sections and, therefore, could
conceivably lead to the indefinite postponement of the whole
project.

1 know that you wilI continue your efforts to resolve this
serious problem standing in the way of the pipeline project.

"8. 0f the total quantity of gas authorized for export dur-
ing each of the periods specified in condition 2, the quan-
tity of gas that may be exported near Monchy, Saskatche-
wan, shahl not exceed:

(a) for the period commencing on the lst day of
November, 1981, and ending on the 3lst day of Octo-
ber, 1982, 2,613,700 cubic metres in any one day, or
954,000,000 cubic metres in the period;
(b) for the period commencing on the lst day of
November, 1982, and ending on the 3lst day of Octo-
ber, 1985, 4,849,400 cubic metres in any one day, or
1,770,000,000 cubic metres in any consecutive twelve-
month period ending on the 3 1 st day of October;
(c) for the period commencing on the lst day of
November, 1985, and ending on the 3lst day of Octo-
ber, 1986, 4,249,200 cubic metres in any one day, or
1,550,000,000 cubic metres in the period;
(d) for the period commencing on the îst day of
November, 1986, and ending on the 31st day of Octo-
ber, 1987, 2,124,600 cubic metres in any one day, or
775,000,000 cubic metres in the period, or
(e) for the six year period commencing on the lst day
of November, 1981, and ending on the 31st day of
October, 1987, 7,648,500,000 cubîc metres in the
period."
