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Also,—Return to an Address to His Excellency the Governor General 
of March 14, 1949, for a copy of all Orders in Council, correspondence, reports 
or other documents in the possession of the government concerning Michel 
Lucien Seigneur.

And also,—Return to an Address to His Excellency the Governor General 
of February 9, 1949, for a copy of all Orders in Council, correspondence, tele­
grams and other communications concerning the entry into Canada, and 
subsequent deportation if any, of: Georges Benoit Montel, Jean Louis Hue, Julian 
Gaudens Labedan, Andre Charles Boussat, Mordecai (or Morduch) Szulc, 
David Fajtlowictz, A. Abramowitz, Arthur Magat, Israel Cholewa, Giny Cholewa, 
Maniek Kuper.

Mr. Chevrier, a Member of the King’s Privy Council, presented,—Return to 
an Order of the House of March 21, 1949, for a copy of all letters, telegrams and 
other documents received by the Minister or any official of the Department of 
Transport, since January 1, 1946, complaining of the failure of owners and 
operators of ships operated from ports on the Pacific Coast (a) to keep radio 
equipment in proper working condition; (b) to maintain radio watch keeping.

By leave of the House, on motion of Mr. Winkler, it was ordered,—That 
Bill No. 236 (Letter A-8 of the Senate), intituled: “An Act for the relief of 
Jessie Kathleen Batiste Latter”, reported to the House this day, be placed on 
today’s Order Paper for consideration in Committee of the Whole.

Mr. Mcllraith, Parliamentary Assistant to the Minister of Trade and 
Commerce, presented,—Return to an Address to His Excellency the Governor 
General of April 25, 1949, for a copy of all letters and telegrams exchanged 
between Central Mortgage and Housing Corporation and the city of Windsor 
during 1948-49 in connection with the construction of an additional five hundred 
houses in Windsor.

Mr. Baker, Parliamentary Assistant to the Minister of National Defence, 
laid before the House,—Report of the Canadian Delegation to the Third Session 
of the General Conference of the United Nations Educational, Scientific and 
Cultural Organization (UNESCO), which was held at Beirut, Lebanon, from 
November 17, to December 11, 1948. (English and French editions).

The following Question on the Order Paper was passed by the House as an 
Order for Return, under subsection 4 of Standing Order 44, and an Order of the 
House was issued to the proper officer accordingly, viz :—

By Mr. Dorion:—1. What are the names of the doctors in the employ of 
the Department of National Health and Welfare?

2. What was the domicile of each of the said doctors before being employed 
by the Department?

3. What are their respective salaries?
4. From what university or universities did each of them receive a diploma?
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
