durai- Life , Agriculture and Labour. I also gave a copy 
to Dr. Pitzgerall who re ere.•onta Laboratory work ind who, 
as you know, is in oh nr/re of the Connaught Laboratories in 
Toronto as well as the Department of Health of Toronto 
University.

I outlined briefly preparations for early 
Session talks with the students when facts effecting the 
health of the student, that of his family and thet of the 
dommunity in connection with venereal disease are presented.

Dr. Seymour of Saskatchewan ncl Dr. Bell oi 
Manitoba said that they would immediately take up such a 
plan and offer to give similar talks with i; gr onetret ions 
themselves. They were already in close touch with University 
authorities and apprehended no difficulty in forwarding such 
a programme. Dr. Orr of Alberta «ran ho tak~ the matter up 
with Dr. Tory and Dr. Rankin and said they were already 
planning progressive action along these lines. Dr. Roberts 
of Sew Brunswick was most interested and, as he is Ministrr 
of Health, we may hope for similar action in this Province.
I did not have time to go into detail with Dr. ïoung of 
British Columbia.
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
