He blows up
the most important buildings and pil-
lages everything, removing agricul-
tural machinery and destroying ev-
erything else which he has not time
to remove. - Nevertheless our advance
into the forest of Coucy was so rapid
that the enemy had to abandon very
large quantities of war material and
important ammunition depots.

“The sight of such devastation order-
ed by the leaders of the German ar-
my kindles in our soldiers a detef-
mination to punish such crimes. They
know no fatigue in pursuit. .
