New York, April 25.—An investigation ex-
tending over the last two months into the
reports that a conspiracy had been planned
in the United States agalnst Canada on
account of the Boer war has brought out
nothing to substantiate them, says a Wash-
ington special to The Herald.
This Investigation was conducted as a
result of representations made to the
State Department by the British Govern-
ment. It is certainly a fact, according to
the State Department, that no evidence
has been obtained showing that persons
in this country conspired to destroy the
Welland Canal.

glnughter into hearty cheering.
