Judgement in the sum of $300 and

The plaintiff and her husband had
been driving in a cutter over a road
on the second concession of Caradoc,
on March 21, 1906, when the cutter
struck some gravel in the road and the
plaintiff was thrown out and badly in-
jured.

Medical testimony showed that a
perimnanent recovery was very probable.
