Hugh Craig, 265 Jarvis street, the
conducior on the car, testified that the
car had started from the intersection
of Queen and Church streets without
any signal heing.given by him. He
declared that owing to his support the
man did not fall on the pavement, hut
slid gently without striking his head
at all. He held the doctor from the
platform, and when the car started he
gave the signal to stop.

The acting crown sattorney was un-
able to understand how the conduector
could do so many things and not fall
to the ground himself, He referred to
it as a gymnastic performance, and
then .said he was quite unable to un-
derstand.

Then followed a lively duel hetween
the questioner und the witness, {

“Why did not the car stop until {
had traveled 10 or 15 feet?” asked Mr,
Thurston.

‘I don’t know.”

The witness was then asked why he
had given a fractured skull ag the
~cause of death if he was not certain
that such a thing existed.

Dr, Allen pointed out that he thought
the symptoms were those of a fractured
skull, altho the immediate cause of
death was heat prostration and throat
paralysis. Here he called the crown
attorney’s attention to a conversation
he had witht him in which he intimated
something to thig effect.

“Did he die from the street car
accldent?” was the next question.

“No. I would not say that.”

“Then what?”

“Heat prostration and throat par-
alysis was the cause of death. He
couldn't swallow.” Here Mr. Thurston
would have asked another question,
byt Dr. Allen wished to make clear
his position. He declared that he had
understood the man had fallen on the
bpavement, and this had led him to
think that he violent headache and
dizziness were due to the fall,

“Would he have such s mptoms if
he had not struck his head ?" continued
the crown,

“No. 1 don’t think so,”

“If he had a fractured skull wouldn't
you examine it?”

“Why, no. Such an examination
would only help - people to know for
cerizin what was the matter, The
patient would derive little benefit” .
