Case of Electrical Workers.

“We consider the Hydro Commis-
sion has violated their agreements,”
declared P. C. Thomas, business agent
of the electrical workers. ‘““We came
to an agreement with Mr. Acres of the
Hydro 1or an eight-hour day and
overtime, and it was agreed on Satur-
day last that this should go on to
operation and wages left for future
consideration. On Thursday ‘the com-~
mission ordered a tén-hour day, after
we ‘had ugreed Wbefore to call off a
strike.”

Mr. Thomas also objected to the ac-
tion of the commission taking off men
who failed to turn up at 7 o'clock yes-
terday. ‘“Those who came at 7 o'clock
wex\t to work, and those who came at
8 o'clock were sent home,” said he.
“We resented this action.”

The .men also complained of the
“profiteering” in the camps amongst
those who supplied the meals.

It was announced that tae company
had agreed to take back all the
strikers on the same conditions as
existed on May 1, and that after
work was resumed thé company
would be willing to negotiate with a
committee of the employes as to
working conditions and wages. The
majority of the men may return on
Tuesday morning ‘next, and the rest
will be taken on as departments, now
closed down, can be opened up. The
placing of the strikers is to be done
on the basis of seniority of employ-
ment at the plant—those who worked
longest for the company are first to
be reinstated.

Committee Is Favorable,

The committee of the union seemed
fayvorarly impressed with the com-
pany's offer, and promised to lay the
matter before a meeting of the
strikers this afternoon. The commit-
tee, it was announced, will recom-
mend the gcceptance of the proposi-
tion.

" MUST DISGORGE

Government is Asked Why
Years of Back Taxes Have
: Not Been Paid.
