He hurried his wife downstairs 
and out to a place of safety and then 
tried to get back for the children, whose 
screams for help he could hear.

The fire had gripped the whole up­
per interior, however, and he could not 
get upstairs again. He tried a ladder 
from outside, but it collapsed. Neigh­
bors hurried to the scene hut could do 
nothing.

This morning the remains of the six 
victims were found fearfully burned.

Mr. and Mrs. Clarke leave nine child-

ain New York, Sept. 4.—Fourteen per­
sons were killed and nearly a score were 
Injured In a five-storey double tene­
ment In Attorney-street at an early 
hour this morning. It was one of the 
worst fires in the loss of human lives 
that have occurred on the east side in 
several years, altho the property loss 
was slight

The fire occurred about 3 o'clock In 
the morning, and there was consider­
able delay in sending in the alarm. The 
dead Include four women, one man and 
nine children, ranging in age from 
three months to twelve years. Many of 
the injured were taken to hospitals, and 
it is thought that several of these will 
die. Among the injured were five fire­

Petersburg, Sept. 4.—General 
Kuropatkin, in a report dated Sat­
urday, Sept. 3. 7 p.m.. says that the 
greater part of his army, including 
Gen. Stakelberg's force, which suc­
ceeded in rejoining the main force, is 
now south of the Yentai mines, about 
ten miles from Liaoyang.

The troops which were left at Liao­
yang and the surrounding fortifications 
to cover the retreat, crossed the Taitse 
River Saturday and occupied the right 
bank of the river.

The report says that after the deci­
de engagement between the armies 
of Generals Kuropatkin and Kuroiti, 
large numbers of Japanese, perfectly 
concealed in the Chinese corn and 
grass, stealthily crept up on the re­
treating Russians and inflicted heavy 
losses.

These same tactics ,hfid been previ­
ously adopted with terrible results 
against Major-General Orloff’s mixed 
detachment, which was assailed in the 
midst of the grass with a completely 
unexpected fire. A panic ensued, unJ 
one regiment alone lost 1500 men, half 
its total strength.
