In any case the Quebec Lunatic Asylum is thafrwhich costs 
the least, and, if it be not the leading asylum of the Domi­
nion, it most assuredly comes next to the best.” (!)

The comparison drawn, in this report of the Quebec Lu­
natic Asylum, with other institutions of the same kind in,
the Dominion of Canada, may be made wider; for the sta­
tistics,
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not only of Canada, but even of England, France, 
and the United States of America, admit of our assertions, 
and prove that of all lunatic asylums, the Quebec insti­
tution is the one, which while, fulfilling its mission, is 
among the least burthensome to the State, especially When 
the inconveniences which surround it, and the difficulties to 
he overcome, are taken into consideration.
