After
a victory over Tom Lees, Jackson came
to this country in 1888, and defeated
George Godfrey, Joe McAuliffe, Patsy
Cardiff, Jack Fallon and others in a
very masterly style. He stopped Jem
Smith, the recognized champion of Eng-
land, in London, in two rounds, and af-
ter some other successful conquests,
Jackson fought Jim Corbett in San Fran-
cisco the famous sixty-one-round draw.

Probably one of Jackson’s greatest
victories was his desperate battle with
Frank P. Slavin in London, England, in
1892, when he knocked his rugged an-
tagonist out in the tenth round. Poor
Peter, after this terrific mill, seemed to
deteriorate. He returned to this coun-
try and fell a very easy victim to Jim
Jgﬁriés in three rounds at San Fran-
cisco.

This was the end of Jackson’s bril-
liant fighting career. He shortly after-
ward returned to Australia, a physical
;vgxbelck, and dicd there of consumption, in

He was not a native of the Antipodes,
however, for Peter was born at Chris-
tiansted, St. Croix, West Indies, on July
8, 1361. He stood six feet one-half inch
in height and weighed when in fine
condition, close to 200 pounds. He cer-
tainly yas a grandly formed gladiator,
and an ideal figure for any artist to copy.

A few months ago old Larry. Foley,
who was really the father of modern
boxing in Australia, died at a ripe old
age. In his early life he had fought
many a hard bare-knuckle battle on
the turf and with the gloves also.

It was old Jem Mace on his first visit
to Kangarooland who taught Foley the
artistic and fine points of the manly art,
and ‘finally made him a master of his
‘professién. !

Foley ,n turn, instructed Jackson,
Fitzsimmons, Griffo and other noted

them all very clever. boxers. “They all
followed the Mace school, which I have
always considered ‘the most skilful and
greatest in ring tactics and generalship.
Mace was a grand old professor of the
manly art, and there is hardly a boxer
in the ring at present who displays the
wonderful science he did in his hey-day.
But that also is another story.

Other Great Australian Boxers,

We can recall the sad death of poor
Les Darcy, the gallant young Austral-
jan middleweight champion, who was
so shamefully hounded in this country
by certain people in power. There is
no use of going over the unfortunate
fate that befell the game boy. He is
dead and gone, but his ‘memory willlive
with thousands of his admirers’in this
country alone, who deplore his sad end.

The rather sudden death of that great
fistic warrior, Bob Fitzsimmons, is still
fresh in our minds. He indeed, was one
of the most, marvelous fighters who came
across the Pacific from the Antipodes.
His wonderful ring career in this, coun-
txﬁ' will always be remembered by us
all.
