ROGERS HORNSBY
WINS 1925 PRIZE

Voted Most Valuable National
League Player and Receives
$1,000 Award

NEW YORK, Dec. 8—Announce-
ment of the selection of Rogers Horne-
by, manager and second baseman of
the St. Louis club, -as the most val-
uable player in the National League
du_ring 1925 and winner of the cir-
cuit’s cash prize award of $1,000, was
made today by James M. Gould, presi-
dent of the Baseball Writers’ Asso-
ciation of America.

Hornsby is the chofce of a commit-
tee of eight baseball writers, one from
eac!n city of the senior league, Gould
acting as chairman. The Cardinal
star, who succeeds Dazzy Vance,
Brooklyn pitching ace and 1924 chgjce,
was voted three first places, three
seconds and two thirds by the mem-
bers of the committee.

Points were awarded under a scale
making first place count ten and tenth
place count one. On this basis, Horns-
by led a field of twenty-one players
for whom ballots were cast, the St
Louis pilot receiving 78 points out of

a possible 80. Hazen Cuyler, Pitts-
burgh outfielder, was second with 61
points and George Kelly, of the New
York Giants, third with 52 points.

Vance, yast year’s winner, was rank-
ed fifth, being nosed out for fourth
place by a single point. Glenn Wright,
Pirate shortstop, who received one
point for first place, finished fourth
with 48 points.
