Washington, Nov. 9—Using a radio- 
11 eter based on the same principle as 
the little toy of black and silver vanes 
which revolves in the optician’s win­
dow, Dr. C. G. Abbot, of the Smith­
sonian Institution; has succeeded in 
measdring the heat of the stars to the 
hundred millionth degree.

The experiments, carried on at 
Mount Wilson, Oalif., with the aid of 
the great 100-lnch reflector there, be­
gan in July, and the results are re­
garded by Smithsonian officials here 
ns of the highest importance to scien­
tists.

Nine stars were 
Vega, Sirius,
Aldebaran, Betelgeuse, Alpha Herculis 
and Beta Pegasi—representing the 
principal types from the blue down 
to the very red ones.

“Astronomers have a very definite 
‘ impression,” said an institution an­

nouncement; “based on other kinds of 
studies, as to what sort of results 
might be expected from these heat 
spectrum investigations. But the out­
come proved a great surprise. For in­
stance, Vega and Sirius are classed to­
gether as both blue-white hydrogen 
stars, with few lines showing in their 
photographic spectra, and both sup­
posedly nearly twice as hot as the sdn.

“Judge of the astonishment of the 
I Mount Wilsgn observers to find Vega 

showing its maximum spectral heat a 
great way further toward the violet 
than Sirius, whose maximum heat is 
not very much nearer the violet than 
that of our sun. Still more remarkable 
is Rigei, for it shows two maximums. 
One occurs, as expected, quite as far 
toward the Violet as that of V ega. 
But the other, the greater one, occurs 

that of the sun.”
