which nearly two years ago awoke New 
York to a realization of corruption in 
the police department and opened 
era of police reform.

Becker, once a police lieutenant, was 
found guilty of murder in the first de­
gree. Only a pardon or interference 
again by the court of appeals can save 
him from following to the electric chair 
the four gunmen who shot Herman Ros­
enthal, the gambler, early on the morn­
ing of July 16, 1912. The jury today 
decided that the gunmen were Becker’s 
agents.

Becker’s face was grey as he gripped 
the bar in front of him with all his 
strength. The big muscles in his neck 
jumped out in heavy rolls. The veins at 
his temples swelled. His great frame 
swayed and drooped ; then with quick 
control he became himself again.
