Lesson No, 228,
THE USE OF THE HYDROMETER.

< Many operators of receiving sets containing one or more vacuum tubes 
. end therefore requiring a storage battery, have no reliable means of deter- 

nining the state of charge of the storage battery, and are subject to incon­
venience from batteries suddenly suspending operation. One way to deter­
mine whether a battery is discharged beyond the safe limit is to lake a 
voltage reading across the terminals of the battery when the battery con­
nected to the circuit, and operating under normal load. Under these .condi­
tions, if the voltage is less than 1.7 volts per cell for a lead acid type of 
battery the battery should be placed on charge immediately. For a battery 
of the alkaline type the discharged voltage would be about .9 volt.

A more accurate method of determining the state of charge of a load 
acid battery is to measure the specific gravity and compare this reading 
with the specific gravity reading taken when the cell was fully charged. In 
order to measure the specific gravity of a solution such as the electrolyte 
of a storage battery, a small amount of the solution is syphoned out of the 
cell by means of a glass tube with a rubber bulb attached. Inside this 
tube is a sealed glass float weighted so as to float upright in the solution 
thus extracted. This float bears a graduated scale usually reading from 
1150 to 1.800 in equal divisions. The level to which the float of the hydro­
meter sinks in a solution as shown on the scale indicates the specific grav­
ity of the solution. ,

A reading taken of the specific gravity of pure water would show 1.000 
on the scale since water is taken as the standard by which comparisons are 
made- The specific gravity of undiluted sulphuric acid is about 1.800 and 
acid of this strength is NEVER used in batteries. The solution employed 
In storage batteries of the lead acid type consists of a dilute solution of 
sulphuric acid, the exact specific gravity depending upon the state of charge 
and the make of battery.

Some makes of batteries operate at a slightly higher specific gravity than 
others, but most types when fully charged give a hydrometer reading of 
from 1.250 to 1.280. A cell which gives a reading of 1-250 should be placed 

4 on charge when the hydrometer indicates a specific gravity of 1.170. A good 
rule to follow is to allow not more than 80 points variation between the 
reading at full charge and the discharged value. This prevents over-dis­
charge of the battery and allows a small reserve for emergency use.

When a cell is fully charged the specific gravity ceases to increase, al­
though the battery may be left on the charging circuit. A strong acid odor 
may be detected near the cell and gassing is observed. By gassing is meant 
innumerable small bubbles rising through the solution and bursting at the 
surface of the electrolyte. This .condition should not be confused with the 
occasional bubbles which form during the continued charging process.

When taking readings of the specific gravity with a hydrometer care 
should be exercised to be sure that the float is not touching the sides of 
the glass tube but is suspended freely in the solution. The readings should 
be taken without removing the rubber tube of the hydrometer from the vent1
