Its Anniversary Recalls Stirring Events In

It was the anniversary of the 
Fenian raid in 1866, and it was in memory 
of that historical event that the flag, which 
also has a history, was unfurled 
breeze. This town witnessed stirring times 
in those days, and the following extract 
from Tub Chronicle of June 8th, 1866, 
will be read with deep interest by all and 
more especially by those who were citizens 
of our town at that time.

Oo Friday morning Capt. Wonham 
celved orders from Col. Taylor, D.A.A.G., 
to muster hie company and proceed to Paris. 
A special train reached here from London 

.bout 11 p. m., having on board several 
of tba London companies, on this train our 
brave boys got aboard and as the train mov­
ed off the cheers that rent the air 
deafenng. The number present to bid 
meft God speed was immense, and all seem­
ed confident that they would acquit them­
selves as brave men always do.

Learning that the fenials had made a 
lending at Fort Erie, the oeople naturally 
hi-came much excited. During the evening 
extras were issued from this office giving 
the latest intelligence. At ten o’clock in the 
e venir,g the town bell was rung and the 
people gathered at the town hall in immense 
u urn here. At this meeting it was decided 
to appoint a night patrol, who should arrest 
all ;;arsons found on the streets after ten 
o’clock unless they could give a satisfactory 
account of themselves. This patrol is still 
continued, eight well-armed and brave men 
performing the duty. Four suspicious look­
ing characters who could give no satisfac­
tory account of their presence were arrested 
early on Sunday morning but were subse­
quently set at liberty.

During Sunday no less than five extras 
were issued from this office. The avidity 
with which these title missives were sought 
after was of course very great. It was a 
lato hour before the excitement subsided.
