A DARING CLIMBER.

Calmly Ascending to the Top ofa Very
High Chimney While Crowds Below
Watch Him With Beating Henrts.

New York, April 12.—It was exactly
7.59 yesterday morning when Phillips,
the merry slate roofer, who has been en-
trusted with the job of scaling the 335 foot
chimney at Clark’s mills at Kearney,
near Newark, fastened the last ladder to
the top of the great chimney. Probably a
thousand [people watched the daring
man with hearts beating fast and up-
turned faces full of anxiety. He stood
upright on the cap and looked down upon
the people with the utmost unconcern.
Quite abreeze was blowing at the time,
and Phillips’ coat tails were flapping in
an alarming manner. He was soon lying
outstretched on the cap peering down
the chimney. B th stood Campbell
Clark.

“Hello,” shouted Clark. “how does it
look?”

“It looks all right to me,” yelled Phil-
lips in return. “I can’t see any breaks.”

This conversation referred to the con-
dition of the chimney. Two weeks ago
ajlightning bolt shot down, pirouetting
on the top long enough to take off several
hundred bricks, and then going down the
side, taking off three larger slices of the
outer skin of the chimney.

Phillips will drive iron bolts in the cap
8o as to permit the slinging of stagings,
so that masons can repare the brickwork:
A line was lowered through the inside
and to it the men below fastened two
heavy beams, each ten feet long, which
were laid crosswise at the top of the
chimney. Phillips lashed them together
after which a pulley was hauled up and

secured in place. Then half-inch rope
was rushed through the blocks and the
job was completed. A boatswain’s sling
was sentup. A minute or so later the
daring chmber was slowly lowered
through the depths of the Erest
shaft. Campl )l C ark gras) his band
and heartily congratulated the successful
climber. Master Mason Cunningham will
go up the chimney and if no breaks are
found work will be resumed.
