Some time ago several members of the
city eouncil paid a visit to the Terminal
City for the purpose of inspecting the
system in vogue there. . Their inspection
was very satisfactory, and was found to
work so admirably that the council de-
cided that this city should step into line
and equip itself with a similar system,

It is in the septic tanks that the great
purifieation is effected. They are shaped
like tunnels, built of gement and herme-
tically sealed. Into the tank passes the
sewage, and nothing rbut water, almost
clear, emanates from the other end, The
solid matter is absorbpd inside by bac-
teria, which thrive on the impurities, and
the clarity of the lquid- which comes
out is remarkable. 'The city committee
which made the pilgrimage to Vancou-
ver brought back with them several jars
of this water, and no better illustration
of the efficacy of the septic tank system
could be afforded than these.

Deseribed in detail, the sewage is first
led into’a tank from which air and light
are excluded as far as possible, Changes
take place in this tank as the results of
bacterial action, and much of the solid
matter is rendered soluble and dissolved.
After remaining twenty-four hours in
the tank the sewage is drawn off with-
out disturbing its serface, it passes awfy
in a thin stream along an open aerator
or trough, over the edge of which it
flows, finely divided, into a receptacle or
tipper, which ultimately discharges the
sewage on to filter beds. At this stage
the sewage appears merely as dirty
water, having comparatively little of-
fensive smell, and running along and
over the trough becomes largely aerated
by exposure to air. Practically no sludge
remains in the tank. - The filter beds con-
sist of clinkers and coke breeze, in
which nitrifying organisms attack the
sewage constituents, and complete the
work commenced in the septic tank. The
resulting efluent from the filters is a
remarkable clear, odorless and inof-
fensive liquid, which, it is stated, can
be discharged without further treatment
into a river or stream without danger.
