THE SBHGO_L-_FOR BLIND.

Most successful closing exercises
last night.—Presentation
to Dr, Fraser.

The annual exercises of* the School for
the Blind were brought to a close last
night, when the attendance of interested
people completely filled the auditorium.
The programme of music and recitations,
as given in last evening's issue, proved
most pleasant for everyone, and at the
close of the Prwzramme President” Mac-
Kenzie, of Dalhousie, presented the prizes
and diplomas, and he addressed the gath-
ering. Edw E. Allan, Director of the
Perkins Institute for'the Blind, in Massa-
chusetts, also spoke, making an appeal
for public sympathy and public confidence
in the ability of the trained blind to per-
form whatever service the'y fit themseives

for.

During the evening Dr. J. A. McDonald,
& former aduate, announced ‘that he
would break in on the order of procedure
to make a-presentation to the Superin-
tendent.

The address expressed  the graduates
gratitude to Dr. Fraser aud then stated :

At atime like this it is natural to look
back forty years ago. Youset yourself to
a difficult task ; your purpose was the
practical instruction of the blind, and it
was in fact, an educational crusade. Those
first!few years of the school's history have
indeed been ‘strennous;’'The public was
&a‘moﬂ. the parents of your pupils were
critical; and for years_ the government
withheld its support., ¥t d_grit.e skep-
tics, critics, and laek'of Gnanclal aid, you
held to your purpose.

Investigation to be- held into report that
firemen helped a Controller at

The Board of Control- held another
stormy session at noon to-day, when the
fall Board was present and two Control-
lers signified their willingness to resign,
and one of these stated that he would do
go if such undignified epithets were utter-
ed again at a meeting as were used at
Monday's session. The Board also passed
a resolution preventiog any city official to
in anywsy (except by voting) from further-
ing any candidate for civic honors,

The warm spell commenced when Con-
troller Hoben introduced the following
resolution :

Resolved, that this Board do recommend to
the City Council the enactment of the follow-

in& regulation :
'hat every oity official, chief of department,
foreman of any city work, policeman and fire-
, be and is hereby prohibited and enjoined
from ennsinf. either individually or in any
ocombination, in the Furthering, (otherwise than
by voting), of any cam n of any candidate
for the office of Mayor, Controller or Alderman
of the City of Halifax, and every such person
is further prohibited and enjoined from con-
tributing, collecting or requesting monies or
er nce to or for the campaign of any
such candidate.
Any breach of this regulation shall be a
g:undmbho dismissal of any such person
m the employ of the city.
Controller Seanlan op d the resola
tion as regards the call mean of the fire de-
partment. He would favor the permanent
men being included, but would not vote
for the motion otherwise,
Coatroller O'Conuor stated that any
controller or alderman who had the assist-
ancs of employees of Lhe city to obtain his
election did not have the same influence
over them as he otherwise would have.
Controller Scanlan thought & man who
risked his life at fires for & paltry $120 a
year should not be included &8 a city em-
ployee and should not lose his citizens
right of working at election time.
ontroller O'Connor stated that he fav-
ored pure administration of civic affairs.
An afidavit was read from Controller
Hoben in which he stated he had a conver-
sation with Chief Broderick and the latter
had told him that he had been told by
friends not to interfere in the last civie
elections ; also that the firemen had con-
stituted some eight teams and that Capts.

Hoben's resolution, which passed.
Controller Scanlan stated that Hoben
had made a statement that be (Scanlan)
had solicited §1 each fiom the Fire De-
partmeot.
