| EPISODE.

The first thing that strikes the ssunter-
er through Salt Lake City is its neatness.
Everything in connection with it is trim
and clean. A stream flows down the side
of each and every street. This water is
pure; led from the snows of the Wasatch
range in a huge ditch to the highest ad-
joining ground and thence distributed over
the entire city. Neat gardens and or-
rreeed chards are to be seen on cvery side, teem-
| ing with all the productions of temperate
| climes, with many fruits and vegetables
jgalmost tropical, Their p are’ lne-

i cious, grapes fine and melons unrivalled.

Sweet potatoes are excellent and ‘abundant

esculent, grows and flourishes in the field
close by, unapproachable for mealiness,
The Sorghum variety ofthe sugar cane is
cultivated successfully, supplying all the
saccharine wants of the people and furnish-
ing much for ption to the ed
miners and settlers between the Rocky and
Sierra Nevada mountains. We never ate
finer apples, and the prunés had a plump-.
ness and juiciness seldom seen. The abun-
dant water supply had much to do with

in the farmer’s vocabulary. When mois-
ture was wanted he had full and complete
control of the water supply, while the tem-
perature was equable and continuows. It
is difficult to overestimate the benefits of
irrigation to these regions. Witkout itall
the valleys and basins would be one ‘vast
solitude, except during a month or two suc-
ceeding the rains when a few roving ante-
lope or buffalo might visit it to crop the
scattered bunch grass. We have seen
fields almost as unpromising as the sea
shore shingle producing, when cleared of
the sage brush and rocks, as abundantly
as the\ far famed Illinois prairies. The
long continued droughts had parched the
surface till it appeared like coarse sand,
while in reality there was from six to ten
feet of the richest loam or black mould;

it will thus be seen that the Mormon be-

gan with many advantages in his favor.
In the first place the labor of clearing the
soil was comparatively trifling and, in the
second, he had no roads whatever to make.
The surface of the valleys was uniformly
level and the resistance offered to wheeled
vehicles by the sage brush was so small
that an ordinary load could be taken any-
where. The lack of wood was the greAt
drawback, the labour ot bringing it from
the adjoining mountains being a serious
item in the yearly stint of labour.

This searcity of wood caused the utili-
zation of other materials in building as we
at once see on a close inspection of the
surrounding tenements. San-dried bricks,
here called ‘‘ dobys,” (adobes) have been
freely used. In dry weather they are all
that can be desired and on the score of
cheapness must commend themselves to
general favonr. In two or three days a
man will mould and dry as many as will
build him a house, and for mortar he has
only to moisten a portion of the adhesive
soil from which he made them. A roof of
‘“‘shakes,” a door and window complete
the domicile of the early settler.

During the rainy season the dweller in
such a house has many annoyances. The
water soaks through his walls and if the
storm is long continued and violent the
very existence of his building is threaten-
ed. The dobys crumble and fall away
with all the readiness of an Esquimaux
snow house, leaving the inside damp, dirty
and unhealthy. To remedy this state of
things the walls are faced with a prepara-
tion of lime as soon as practicable if the
means of the owner do not admit of his
erecting a structure of wood. In any case
the outside ie carefully whitewashed, pre-
senting a neat and cheery appearance as
one catches glimpses of it through the rich-
ly laden fruit trees. The first erections
have, for the most part, been replaced,
however. Having secured a certain neat-
ness the labours of the Mormon architect
end. [Except in very rare instances he
has not indulged in extraneous ornamen-
tation and then only where it was- evi-
dent he was a man of ample means.
Even the greater number of Brigham’s
dwellings (a man with dozens of wives
necessarily has many) are plain box-like
structures whose staring, smooth, stuccoed
walls are almost painful in their rigid ad-
herence to all the monotony of a huge,
glassy ic2 sheet. One almost feels afraid
to wink lest he might disarrange some of

voke the wrath of the cool, calenlating,
bland proprietor. A shingle displaced, a
clapboard sprung or an old bracket would
actually be a cause of intense relief. Less
pretentious dwellings have a more home
like air and the surroundings in the shape
of & teeming orchard and garden give in-
dications of solid comfort, while its situa-
tion sccures all the privacy of a country
residence.
