He was astonished that hon. gentlemen 
around the House should waste so much 
time on so very poor a cause. Was there 
really a manufacturer in New Brunswick 
who manufactured such things ? Were 
not all kinds of manufactures in iron com­
bined and were not Farming Imp 
run as a side-show w'ith some otn< 
could it be expected that they 
as well as establishments that had to com­
pete against the world ? The people should 
have the most reliable information. He 
took an interest in machinery; he was 
something of a machinist himself ; he had 
the first Reaper and Mower on the Mira- 
michi Hiver ; he had the first Thrasher, 
and anything he could do by machinery 
and not by hand, he did. He had had 27 
years experience in machines, and he was 
sorry to say his experience in Agricultural 
Machines in particular was this—that if 
he wanted to-day to purchase an Agricul­
tural implement, he would want it first 
class, because if he did otherwise it might 
be superseded to-morrow, and if he wanted 
the best machine he should not go to On­
tario or New Brunswick, but to the United 
.States for it, because he believed they 
manufactured better there. They had to 
compete in the manufacture for 40 millions 
of people, whereas in the Dominion there 
was only four millions. Nothing was too 
good for the farmers of this coun 
enable thenfWmake of it what oi 
to be made огШ, and for his part 
not care if macmnbs were manufactured in 
Japan or China if 'they were first-class 
articles, and he tholght the sons of New 
Brunswick should not be tied down to any 
market. t- .

The policy bid 'down all through this 
debate was that it was wrong to say there 
was anything manufactured outside of 
New Brunswick. He did hope the day 
was not very far distant when they could 
get machines far superior to what they had 
been accustomed to. He did not consider 
the manufacturers of New Brunswick had 
anything to complain of ; they had the 
information that the Report was going to 
be published, and if they did not avail 
themselves of it the first time they 
asked he did not think they should 
been asked a second time. The trouble 
was that the Opposition overlooked the 
fact that there was no Reaper and Mower 
manufactured in the Province, and their 
doctrine was that the farmer ought 
have a Reaper and Mower, and should not 
know where to go to buy one until some 
New Brunswick manufacturer had leisure 
to getx>neup.

He thought it came with a very bad 
grace from the Opposition that the Gov­
ernment kept seats in the Upper House 
dangling before the eyes of members. He 
had a right to express his opinion and 
judge for himself on all questions which 
came before the House, and he thought 
that when a man made a charge tike that 
he ought to name his man and not throw 
it broadcast among the members of the 
House. He came there elected by the in­
dependent elector of Northumberland, 
and he stood-fchere as an independent man. 
The4vovemment had never tampered with 
him, and had never offered him any place, 
and he voted with the Government or 
against them as he thought best for his 
County. When he came into the House 
he oppcs?d the Government on their Ag­
ricultural policy, but he did not think the 
Agricultural interest had been neglected 
and he was now prepared to assist in per­
fecting the management of that important 
interest, Anybody would think, from the 
remarks of hoir, members, that their con­
stituents consisted of Manufacturers of 
Agricultural implements, but behind them 
was the Farmer, and be thought it was 
high time to let the latter know something 
reliable as to the machines they required 
in order that they might know they were 
going to. get something reliable, because 
they were mostly unskilled in machinery. 
He thought that when some of the hon. 
gentlemen went back to their Counties the 
Farmers would not thank them for the 
part they had taken in the matter in tak­
ing the side of a few side-shows and ob­
structionists.
