Street this afternoon and 
the first business taken up will be a 
discussion of the new licensing act. It 
Is understood that some of the Com­
missioners take the view that under 
the meaning of the new act licenses 
should not be granted to premises 
which are so situated that a full view 
of the interior cannot he obtained 
from the street.

If this idea is carried out several 
bar rooms will be disqualified. Before 
Issuing any licenses it is understood 
that the Commissioners will inspect 
the various premises and ascertain 
what arrangements the proprietors are 
going to make in order to come with­
in the new law. If they refuse to make 
the necessary alterations or if their 
shops are so situated that they can­
not do so it is likely that they will be 
forced to go out of business.
